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4 THE BLESSING OF THE OILS AND THE CONSECRATION OF THE CHRISM

16. After the Universal Prayer (As for you, dearest sons and daughters;
see Roman Missal, The Chrism Mass, no. 9), the Deacons and ministers 
appointed to carry the oils or, in their absence, some Priests and ministers 
together with the faithful who carry the bread, wine, and water, go in an 
orderly fashion to the sacristy or to the place where the oils and other 
offerings have been prepared. Returning to the altar, they follow this order: 
first the minister carrying the vessel of fragrances, if the Bishop wishes to 
prepare the Chrism himself, then another minister with the vessel of the Oil 
of Catechumens, if it is to be blessed, then another with the vessel of the Oil 
of the Sick. The oil for the Chrism is carried in the last place by a Deacon or 
a Priest. They are followed by the ministers who carry the bread, wine, and 
water for celebrating the Eucharist.

17. As the procession passes through the church, the schola or choir sings 
the hymn O Redemptor, with all joining in the refrain, or another suitable 
chant, in place of the Offertory Chant.
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
