Fleet

As of December 2015, the number of aircraft in the
Turkish Airlines fleet is 299 including 10 cargo aircraft,
with an average fleet age of 6.9 years.

Turkish Airlines’ current expansion process is being
governed by its 2008-2023 Fleet Projection Program’. In
2013, the Company ordered 117 aircraft from Airbus and
95 aircraft from Boeing which will all be delivered until
2021. With these additions, Turkish Airlines fleet will
reach a total of 433 aircraft.
