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PREFACE 

Pending the issuance of an authoritative General 
Catalogue of the collections of the Art Institute the 
present handbook is being reissued in tw'o volumes, 
one devoted to Architecture and Sculpture, the other 
to Painting and the Graphic Arts. 

Further information regarding the objects in the 
collections is to be found in the Burnham and Ryerson 
Libraries, where books, catalogue files, analytical 
indices, clipping fi les, and collections of reproductions 
are available. 

The greater part of the Institute's collections of 
architecture and sculpture is installed on the first 
floor and on and about the central stairway. The 
paintings are on the second floor.

T HE ART INSTITUTE OF CHICAGO was in-
corporated May 24, 1879, for the "foundi-ng and 

maintenan ce of school of art and design, the forma-. 
tion and exhibition of collec tions of objects of art, 
and the cultivation and extension of the arts of des ign 
by any appropriate means." Tbe museum building, 
erected in 1892 from plans by Charles A . Coolidge, 
upon the lake front, first occupied in 1893, is open to 
the public every week-day from 9 to 5 :30, Sundays 
from 12 :15 to 9 :00 p. m. Admission is free to members 
and their families a t a ll times and free to all upon 
\tVednesdays, Saturdays, Sun days, and public holidays. 

The Art School, in th e same building, includes de-
partments of Drawing, Painting, Sculpture, Composi-
tion, Etching, Decorative Designing and its allied 
branches, Normal Instruction, and A rchitecture. 

A ll friends of the A rt Institute are invited to be-
come members. A nnual Members pay a fee of ten 
dollars a year. Life Members pay one hundred dol-
lars and. are thenceforth exempt from dues. Govern-
ing Members pay one hundred dollars upon election 
and. twenty-five dollar a year thereafter. Upon the 
payment of four hundred dollars additional, Govern-
ing Members become Governing Life Members and 
a re exempt from dues. A ll receipts fro m life member-
ships are invested an d the income only expended. 

A ll members are · entitled, with th eir families and 
visit ing friends, to admi ssion to all exhibitions, recep-
tions, public lectures, and entertainments given by the 
Art Institute (excepting the Sunday concerts) , and 
to the use of th e Ryerson Library. 

Visitors desiring to see the collections of th e 
museum under guidance may make appointments with 
the museum instructors in Room 16.

THE ELBRIDGE G. HALL COLLECTION 

T HE ELBRIDGE G. HALL COLLECTION OF 
CASTS was purchased fo r the Art Institute with 

funds provided by Mrs. Addie M. Hall Ellis, by whose 
direction it bears the name of Elbridge G. Hall, her 
first husband, a citizen of Chicago from 1849 to 
1877. In accordance with th e wishes of the donor, 
it includes only full-sized facsimiles of original works 
in sculpture. These reproductions are briefly de-
scribed on pages 17-68 of this handbook, except when 
interrupted by th e Higinbotham collection and a few 
individual gifts, to preserve an order approximately 
chronological.

From a 
figure of locust wood in the Museum of Cairo, found in 
a tomb at Sakkara, Egypt, by Arabs, who gave it the 
above title in consequence of its res emblance to th ei r 
chie f magistrate.

3. Reliefs from the Tomb of Ti. From painted limestone 
reliefs in the to mb of T i, a royal architect, at Sakkara. 
The reliefs represent in g reat detail various phases of 
life o n an Egyptian nobleman's estate. V dynasty 
(2750-2625 B. C.). (Room 9.) 

4. King Khafre (Chephren), builder of the second pyramid 
of Gizeh . T he origina l, of variegated diorite, now in the 
Museum of Cairo, was fou nd in '1853 in a well of the 
temple near the Sphinx at Gizeh. IV dynasty (2900-
2750 B. C.). 

5. King Ra-en-Woser, or Weser-en-Re, seated. From a red 
gra nite statuette in the Museum of Cairo. 

6. King Amenemhet III (1849-1801 B. C.), represented with 
the body of a li on couchant. The original, of black gran-
ite, in the Museum of Cairo, was di covered at Tanis, 
in th e de lta of the Nile. XII dynasty. The statue has 
been inscribed with the cartouches of monarchs of the 
XVII, XIX, a nd XXI dynasties.

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7. Portrait of an Egyptian King, broken from a sphinx. 
The original, of dark stone, in the Museum of Cairo, was 
found at Tanis. XII dynasty (2000-1788 B. C.). The 
statue has been inscribed with the cartouches of mon-
a rchs of the XIX and XXI dynasties. 

8. King Amenophis III (14'11-1375 B. C.). From a black 
granite statue in the British Museum, London. XVIII 
dynasty. 

9. Head of. an Egyptian Princess, of the family of King 
Harmhab (1350-1315 B. C.). Two copies, from a lime-
stone o riginal in the Museum of Cairo, found at Karnak. 
XIX dynasty. 

10. King Rameses II (1292-'1225 B. C.). From the upper part 
of a colossal g ranite statue found in the Memnonium, 
near Thebes, and now in the British Museum, London. 
XIX dynasty. 

11. Head of the Ethiopian King Shabaka (712-700 B. C.) , 
wearing the white crown of Upper Egypt. Original of 
limestone in the Royal Museum, Berl in . XXV dynasty. 

12. Queen Ameneritis, the sister of Shabaka, of the XXV or 
Ethi.opian dynasty (712-663 B. C.). From an alabaster 
statue in the Museum of Cairo, Egypt, found at Karnak. 

13, 14, .15. The God Osiris and the Goddesses Isis and Ha-
th or, the last in the form of a cow supporting a statue 
of Psamtik und er her chin. From statuettes of dark 
green basalt, now in the Museum of Cairo, found at 
Sakkara in the tomb of Psam,tik, " Recorder of 'the 
Offerings," who lived in the thirteenth dynasty, four 
centuries before Christ. Saitic period (663-525 B. C.).

From a 
marble in the Louvre Museum., Paris, formerly owned 
by Prince Talleyrand. Late VI century B. C. 

*82. Reliefs of the Temple of Assos. Twelve pieces. The 
originals, of dark gray andesite, are in the Louvre 
Museum, Paris. Found in ruins of a Doric temple on 
the site of the ancient city of Assos, Asia Minor-some 
carved on metopes and some on solid blocks of the 
architrave of the peripteros of the temple. This temple 
is the only known example of a Doric building with a 
sculptured architrave.

Part of a chariot group, 
possibly one by Amphion of Knossos, erected by King 
Ark esi laus IV of Cyrene, Greek A frica, to commem-
o rate a victo ry in a Pyth ian chariot-race. F irst half of 
the V century B. C. (Room 8.)

96a. Combat of Greeks and Amazons. From stx marble 
s labs of the broad frieze of th e Nereid Monument, in 
th e British Museum, London. Found near Xanthos, 
As ia M in or. This fri eze probab ly surrounded the lower 
part of the base. V century B. C. (Room 4.) 

96b. Infantry Battle and surrender of a town to a Persian 
sat rap. From six marble s labs of the narrow frieze o f 
the N ereid Monument, in the British Museum, London. 
This frieze probably surr ounded the upper part of the 
base: V century B. C. (Room 4.) 

97. Aphrodite in Koan Raiment. F rom a marble statue in 
the Louvre Museum, Paris, commonly call ed the Venus 
Genetrix. Found near Naples about 1650. V century

98. The Apollo Choiseul-Gouffier. From a marble statue 
in the British Museum, London, acquired from the 
Choiseul-Gouffier collection, the maker of which pur-
chased it in Constantinople in the XVIII century. Copy 
of an Ath enian work of the V century B. C. 
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99, D iskobolos (discus throwe r), in action. From a marble 
copy of a bronze statue by Myron in the Vatican 
M useum, I orne, found at T ivoli in 179l. The head is a 
mode rn copy o f a non-pe rt inen t head of a rep li ca in 
t he B riti sh Museum. A then ian, early V century B. C. 

100. Diskobolos, poised to pitch the disk. From a marble 
statue in the Vatican Museum, Rome, found on the 
Appian Way nea r Rome. Copy o f a Greek work of t he 
end of the V century B. C. 

101. The God Ares. From a marble statue commonly known 
as the Achi ll es Borghese, now in the Louvre Museum, 
Paris. Copy of a Greek w ork, late V century B. C.

102. Athena Lemnia. Cast taken from a marb le statue 'in 
the D resde n A lbertin um after the head had been re-
s tored by a cast from a marble head in the Museo 
Civico, Bologna. These two marb les are believed to be 
copies of a bronze statue of the Pheidian period. T he 
proof for this is due to Professo r Furtwanglerwho a lso 
argues. that the lost origina l was a masterwork of Phe i-
dias h imself-the Lemn ian Athena. Abou t 448 B. C. 
(Room 50a.) 

103. Athena Parthenos. From a marb le statuette fo un d in 
Athens in 1880, and reco g nized as a late copy of the 
colossa l statue by Pheidias (see 112). Now in th e 
Natio na l Museum, Ath ens .

From 
the Strangford sh ield in the British Museum, London.

T he Lenormant statuette, found in 
A th ens in 1859, by Lenorman t, and now in the National 
Museum there. A mar ble copy of the colossal gold and 
ivory statue by Pheidias, r ed uced to a heigh t of abotl t 
18 in ches. (See 103.) 
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106. The Farnese Diadumenos, a Gre ek athlete binding hi s 
hair with a fi ll et. F rom a marble in the British Museum, 
London. Seco nd half of th e V cent ury B. C. 

107. Doryphoros (spea rman) . From a marble in th e Nap les 
Muse um, fo un d in th e pahestra o f Pompeii and recog-
ni zed as a copy of the ce leb rated bronze by Polyk leitos. 
Second ha lf o f th e V centu ry B. C. 

108. Greek Boxer. F rom a marble in th e Museum of 
Dresden, afte r a lost statu e of the time of Po lykleitos . 
Second half of th e V ce nt ury B. C. 

109. The God Pan. F rom a marb le in th e Bri ti sh Museum 
Lqndo n. Found in 1773, near Civ ita Lavinia, near Ro me. 
An inscr iption in Greek ascr ibes th e work to Marcus 
Cossutiu s Cerdo. Roman, I century A. D ., af ter a late 
V century Greek original. 

110. Head of an Amazon. From a marble head in the British 
Museum, London. Supposed to have been broken from 
a statue of a wo un ded amazon , of which there were 
seve ral cop ies. Af te r a n orig in a l of the last half of th e 
V ce ntury B. C. 

111 . The Acropolis. P las ter model of the Ac ropo li s, A thens, 
showing remains of the Parthenon, the E rechtheum, 
th e Temple of Wingless V ictory, the D ionys iac th eate r, 
etc. Base, 28 1/2 x 44 inches. 

112-126. Sculpture of the Parthenon, o n th e Ac ropolis at 
Athens. F ro m the co ll ection in the Briti sh Museum, 
London, ca ll ed "The E lgi n Marbles," which was brought 
from Greece to E ngland by Lord E lgi n, 1801-1803, and 
was soon afterward purchased fo r the British Museum. 

The Parthen on, o r Temple of Ath ena, on the Acropo-
lis at Athens, was probab ly begun about 447 B. C., and 
fi ni sh ed 438 B. C. T he temple, of the Doric orde r of 
architecture, was built of Pente lic marbl e, and its ex-
terio r was ri ch ly adorned with sculp tures designed and

executed under the superintendence of Pheid ias. In 
the cella (that portion of the temple enclosed by the 
so lid wa lls) was one of the most ce lebrated works of 
Pheidias, the colossal statue o f Athena (39 fee t high), 
overl aid with gold and ivo ry. ( ee 103.) T he wall s of 
the ce ll a we re decora ted exte rn ally by a frieze in low 
re lief r ep resent in g the Panathenaic procession or one 
o f kin dred character. The subjects of the fifteen met-
opes preserved in th e British Museum and the one in 
the Louvre are taken from the contest between the 
Centaurs and Lapiths, at the marriage feast of Peiri-
thous. T he figures on the pediments were sculptured 
in the round . The subject represented on the eastern 
pediment was the birth of Athena from th e brai n of 
Zeus; on the western, the victory of Athena over P ose i-
don for domin ion over A frica. (Fo r mod el of th e 
Parthenon and it s surround in gs, see 111.) 

113. Reclining Male Figure, called Theseus. From a marble 
at the south end of the eastern pedimen t o f .the 
Parthenon. 

114, 115. TwoSeated Female Figures, called Demeter and 
Persephone.

THE HIGINBOTHAM COLLECTION of b ronzes from 
Hercu laneum and Pompeii was presented to th e Art Insti-
tu te by Harlow N. Hig inbotham in 1893. All the objects 
in th e co ll ection a re reprod uct ions in facsimi le of th e sta tues, 
busts, and examples o f ornament found in th e XVIII cen-
tury on the s ites of the a ncient ci ti es of Herculaneum and 
Pompei i, and preserved in the Naples Museum. T hese cit-
ies were destroyed by th e erupti on of Mt. Vesuvius, A. D. 79. 
Herculaneum was buried in volcanic mud and Pompeii in 
ashes a nd p umi ce stone, and the bronzes from t he latter may 
be dist ingu ished by t hei r gree n co lor, while those from 
H erculaneum are nea rly black. T he fo ll owin g bronzes, unle ss 
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th ey are marked Pompeii, we re fo und at Herculaneum, 1750-
1759. Nearly all of t hem were probab ly executed dur ing th e 
Roma n pe riod; but w hen they are plain ly copies of earlie r 
Greek work, the date of the Greek prototype on ly is g iven.
