lights the eye, the mind and 
the heart," Hughes said. 

Moses introduced Othmar H. 
Ammann, designer of the span, 
as "the greatest living bridge 
engineer, perhaps the greatest 
of all time." 

B o r o u g h Presidents Abe 
Stark of Brooklyn and Albert 
V. Maniscalco of Staten Island 
predicted that both boroughs 
now stand on the "threshhold 
of an era of unparalleled 
growth." 

Hours before the dedication 
ceremonies began, Staten Is­
landers assembled for a parade 
to mark the opening of the 
bridge. 

Parade Scheduled 
The parade, sponsored by 

the Richmond Chamber of 
Commerce, moved east on Hy-
land Blvd. to Bay St., south to 
School Rd. and past a review­
ing stand to Tompkins Ave. 

The ceremonies.closed with a 
benediction by Rabbi Benjamin 
B. Wykansky of T e m p l e 
Emanu-El on Staten Island. 

Only the upper deck of the 
span was opened today. The 
lower deck will be opened as 
the traffic volume increases 
in the future. It is estimated 
more than 12 million vehicles 
will use the upper deck in its 
first year of operation. The 
bridge's ultimate capacity is 
estimated at 48 million vehicles 
a year.

Passenger cars and motor 
cycles will pay a ISO-cent toll 
to cross the bridge.
