Lewis Field at Clark-LeClair Stadium

Built in 2004, Lewis Field at Clark-LeClair 
Stadium, which rates as one of the top collegiate 
baseball facilities in the nation and boasts one 
of the best atmospheres in the country, is the 
home of the ECU baseball team. Construction 
began in May of 2004 and was completed in 
March of 2005. The design plan for the facility, 
which was built on the old site of Harrington 
Field, increased the seating capacity to 3,000 
(permanent seating) and can hold upwards 
of 2,000 additional spectators in the elevated 
berm area known as the “Williams Jungle.” 
With an estimated price tag of $12 million, 
Clark-LeClair Stadium, which was named 
after Pirate alumnus and key contributor Bill 
Clark and former Pirate skipper Keith LeClair, 
nearly doubled Harrington Field’s capacity 
of approximately 1,750 (excluding outfield 
areas). Field area was named after E.R. Lewis 
Construction. The playing surface consists 
of Celebration Bermuda turf while the infield 
is a clay base and the warning track will be 
composed of crushed brick. Among the features 
are indoor and outdoor batting cages, a VIP 
booth, picnic areas, coaches’ offices and a video 
scoreboard (which was installed in February 
2004). Player amenities include a spacious 
clubhouse and locker room, onsite equipment 
and training rooms and video system to study 
player mechanics. To accommodate the writers 
and broadcasters covering the nationally-
ranked Pirates, a state-of-the-art press box 
features a main writing level and two over
flow areas that can seat 30 media members 

comfortably, a TV broadcast location, two radio 
booths, a Pirate Club (fundraising/hospitality) 
suite and a viewing suite for the LeClair family. 
In addition to housing the video operations 
that streams all of ECU’s home games live on
line, it is also the stadium operations control 
center for all of the marketing promotions 
efforts. Recent additions to Clark-LeClair 
Stadium include a new batter’s eye, outfield 
fence with black padded walls and protective 
netting down the first, and third base bleachers 
in 2007 to enhance the aesthetic appeal of 
the playing area. In the winter of 2009 field 
turf was installed behind the plate with the 
words “Pirates” inscribed and before the 2017 
season, turf was added down the right and 
leftfield foul lines, along with a new graphics 
on the concourse level, padded walls behind 
home plate, a new state of the art scoreboard 
and sound system. In the summer of 2019, a 
new 7,125-square foot hitting facility was 
completed down the right field line costing 
right a $1 million. It features three cages for 
hitting, state of the art pitching machines and 
surround sound system along with central heat 
and air. It is laid with top of the line field turf 
and retractable netting to allow for throwing, 
ground balls, defensive drills, etc. On April 
22, 2009 the Pirates set the then state record 
for largest crowd to witness a college baseball 
game on campus when they played host to No. 
1 North Carolina cruising to a 4-0 win over its 
in-state rival. They would later set the school-
record for attendance Feb. 24, 2023 in a 6-5 win 

over the No. 12 Tar Heels before a gathering 
of 6,003. In fact, the 2023 campaign saw 
four of the top-10 crowds in facility history, 
including the top three. The Pirates hosted the 
2007 Conference USA Tournament, five NCAA 
Regionals (2009, 2018, 2019, 2021 and 2022) 
and their first-ever on-campus NCAA Super 
Regional in 2022 against Texas.

�PIRATES ATTENDANCE NUMBERS ONCE 
AGAIN AMONG NATION’S BEST
For the 24th consecutive season, ECU ranked 

among the NCAA leaders in total home 
attendance, ushering a program single-season 
record 149,652 fans through the ticket lines 
in 2023 to rank 14th in the country. The 
Pirates averaged a school-record 4,402 fans per 
contest a year ago which ranked 13th in the 
nation - their 19th consecutive season ranked 
in the Top 35.
ECU has been the North Carolina state leader 

in attendance since 2001 and has welcomed 
over one million fans to the friendly confines 
in the last decade.
National champion LSU (11,188) and 

Mississippi State (11,095) ranked first and 
second nationally followed by Ole Miss (10,095), 
Arkansas (9,762) and South Carolina (7,113).

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When Keith LeClair became 
the 13th head baseball coach 
at ECU in July of 1997, he 
brought with him passion, 
determination and the 
ultimate goal – to make it 
to Omaha, site of the NCAA 
College World Series, and win a 
national championship.
LeClair became the second-

winningest baseball coach in 
school history (currently fourth) 
in just five seasons at ECU, 
compiling a 212-96-1 (.688) 
record. He also led the Pirates 
to four-straight NCAA Regional 
appearances, three Colonial 

Athletic Association championships and one Conference USA title.
His 2001 club advanced to the NCAA Super Regionals and finished with 

a No. 11 national ranking after registering a 47-13 mark. LeClair’s final 
squad, which was ranked in the Top 25 polls for much of the season, 
swept through the C-USA Tournament and won a pair of games at the 
Clemson Regional. He won the American Baseball Coaches Association’s 
East Region Coach-of-the-Year award in both 1999 and 2001.
In addition, LeClair played an integral role in fundraising efforts and 

eventual construction of a new, state-of-the-art baseball stadium on the 
ECU campus. His dreams were realized in the spring of 2005 when 3,000-
seat Clark-LeClair Stadium opened March 4 and the Pirates capped off 
the ceremony by defeating Michigan 2-1.
LeClair arrived at ECU in the summer of 1997 after six seasons at 

the helm of his alma mater, Western Carolina University. At WCU, 
he compiled a 229-135-2 (.628) record while winning four Southern 
Conference championships and advancing to NCAA Regional play on 
four occasions.

As a player at Western Carolina under head coach Jack Leggett, LeClair 
was an All-Southern Conference selection in 1988 while earning SoCon 
Tournament MVP honors the same season. The former walk-on also 
established Catamount records for hits and total bases in a season.
LeClair signed with the Atlanta Braves after completing his collegiate 

career and spent the summer of 1988 as an outfielder for Idaho Falls 
in the Pioneer League. After a spring training stint with the San 
Francisco Giants in 1989, he was offered a student assistant coaching 
position at Western Carolina which led to full-time responsibilities 
shortly thereafter.
He was inducted into both the ECU University and Western Carolina 

University Athletics Hall of Fame in the fall of 2002 and was honored 
as the first recipient of the Conference USA Student-Athlete Advisory 
Committee’s (SAAC) Coaches Choice Award. In addition, the Conference 
USA Baseball Coach-of-the-Year Award was named in honor of LeClair.
LeClair’s number 23, which he wore as a player and coach, became an 

honorary jersey at ECU in 2003 and was awarded annually to the player 
who best embodies the qualities that made LeClair a great player and 
coach until 2014. Cliff Godwin, who was tabbed as the Pirates’ 16th 
head coach in June of 2014 and a four-year letterwinner under LeClair, 
currently wear’s his skipper’s No. 23. Western Carolina officially retired 
his No. 23 jersey on April 11, 2006.
During his collegiate baseball career as a player, assistant coach and 

head coach at Western Carolina University and ECU, LeClair was a part 
of 13 NCAA Tournament teams and earned five conference coach-of-the-
year awards.
LeClair passed away at the age of 40 on July 17, 2006 after a five-

year battle with amyotrophic lateral sclerosis, commonly referred to 
as ALS or Lou Gehrig’s Disease. He officially relinquished his coaching 
duties June 19, 2002, two weeks after leading the Pirates to their fourth 
consecutive NCAA Regional appearance before finishing with a 43-20-
1 record. LeClair remained with the ECU Department of Athletics as a 
special assistant to the director of athletics until the time of his death. 
He is survived by his wife, Lynn, and two children, Audrey and J.D.

PIRATES’ DEFY ODDS IN 1961 NAIA CHAMPIONSHIP RUN

Charlie Johnson, a former East Carolina catcher who 
was a part of the 1961 National Association of In-
tercollegiate Athletics (NAIA) National Champion-
ship team, wrote a poem after the Pirates claimed 
the title that summer in Sioux City, Iowa. The last 
line reads, “Yes we’ll carry the memory with us, until 
our dying day; of when the East Carolina Pirates won 
the N.A.I.A.” Johnson and other members of the “Pi-
rate Nine” overcame all odds in the ’61 season and it 
culminated with the ultimate prize, a national title. 
East Carolina College entered the NAIA Baseball 

Championships with an impressive 18-3 record. How-
ever, the “Bucs,” as they were often called by sports 
writers and broadcasters, ran into some challenges 
when planning for Sioux City. The college was faced 
with the difficulties of raising money for the trip, so 
the 13 players who made the trek to the Midwest had 
to leave four teammates behind in Greenville. 
In present day, it would be unheard of for a 

college team to fight for a crown, especially a 
national one, with a limited roster. However, 

that was the bleak reality of the times in 1961 
and a microcosm that helps demonstrate the 
metamorphosis that has taken place in colle-
giate athletics. Before the campaign opened, 
nobody predicted the Pirates would make any 
significant noise in the post-season, but defy-
ing expectations was what the team did best. 
Earl Boykin, a member of the 1961 team and resident 

of Wilson, N.C., explained some of the difficulties that 
ECC faced as a program. 
“A lot of the other teams, especially in Sioux City, 

had four or five scholarships and we only had two,” 
Boykin smiled as he remembered the dog days of 
’61. “When we got out there and saw all the other 
teams, they had more players, were more organized 
and had nice-looking uniforms. To be honest, we 
never thought we could win it until we did.” 
The Diamond Bucs made the trip with only nine reg-

ular position players and four pitchers. Boykin was one 
of the pitchers. But he had thrown just two innings all 
season leading up to the tournament. As if the deck 

was not stacked high enough against the Pirates, short-
stop Glenn Bass was injured early in the tournament, 
forcing head coach Jim Mallory to play pitcher Lacy 
West in left field. 
Undermanned, injured and playing with a mix-

and-match lineup, ECC went on a run that would 
shock the country and leave an indelible mark on 
the annals of East Carolina baseball history. 
East Carolina opened its tournament run with an 

8-4 victory over Winona (Minn.) State. They then 
faced who they thought to be the toughest team in 
the bracket - Sam Houston State from Huntsville, 
Texas. SHSU had a very successful baseball program 
and had advanced to the NAIA World Series a year be-
fore it squared off against the make-shift group from 
the tiny town of Greenville. Coming off a dominant 
10-0 win over Defiance (Ohio) in the first-round, Sam 
Houston ran into a hot West. He handled the power-
ful Sam Houston lineup effectively and was the bene-
ficiary of a Cotton Clayton sixth-inning grand slam as 
ECC went on to defeat the Bearkats 7-4. 
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After day two, the Bucs and Grambling were the 
only two teams left without a loss. 
The third-round contest pitted the two undefeated 

squads against one another and what followed argu-
ably ranks as the greatest pitching performance in 
East Carolina post-season history. Larry “Pumpsie” 
Crayton, a sharp lefty who was the winner of the Wi-
nona State game, came back to the mound and de-
livered once again - striking out 19 Grambling bat-
ters to set a NAIA record still intact today. According 
to the NAIA website, one other 19 strikeout perfor-
mance has been recorded since then, but it was in a 
12-inning contest, so two separate records have been 
distinguished. With “Pumpsie” mowing through the 
Grambling hitters and some timely hitting from the 
Pirates, ECC advanced with a 9-4 victory. 
East Carolina was two games away from winning 

the championship, but as impressive as they had 
been in the opening rounds, it still seemed an out-
side shot for them to win it all. 
The task became even more daunting in the next 

game. 
The Bucs were matched up against Omaha (Neb.) 

University and its ace, Barry Miller. Miller entered 
the contest with a perfect 9-0 record and Omaha had 
reached the title game just two years prior in 1959. 
In all postseason tournaments, coaches are forced to 
make decisions that can make-or-break their team’s 
season and Mallory was faced one regarding who he 
would start on the mound for ECC. 
The Pirate skipper wanted to save West and Nathan 

Greene, a tough right-handed hurler, for the cham-
pionship round on Saturday. He chose to start Boy-
kin, who, again, had only recorded six outs during 
the entire spring. 
“Country,” as Boykin was called by his teammates, 

responded with another pitching performance sel-
dom been matched throughout the years of Pirate 
baseball. He out-dueled Miller with a 15-strikeout 
performance in which he used a devastating curve-
ball to keep the Omaha hitters off-balance for nine 
innings. After giving up three runs in the second 
frame, Boykin retired the next 19 batters he faced 
until finally giving up a single in the eighth. In all, 
he pitched nine innings, scattered five hits, three 
runs (one earned) and walked one in his first start 
of the season. 
In an article that ran in the Sioux City newspaper 

following Boykin’s masterpiece, there was a story 
that after the junior from Wilson gave up the early 
runs partly due to ECC errors, Mallory stormed in the 
dugout and reassured his ballclub. 
“Now don’t you boys get tight out there,” said Mal-

lory trying to calm his team down. “Just be loose 
and `Country’ will do all the rest.” 
Infielder Floyd Wicker led the Pirate charge in 

roughing up Omaha’s ace with a solo home run and 
two-run triple. The 11-3 rout sent the Pirates into 
the title round. 

Sacramento State had defeated Grambling earlier 
in the day in an elimination game, which meant ECC 
would take on the California school to decide the 
champion. Because the Pirate Nine was undefeat-
ed and the Hornets had one loss, Sacramento would 
have to beat ECC twice to claim the trophy. 
On a lighter note, Boykin shared that one of the 

perks of the winning streak to start the tourna-
ment was getting to drive into town in a courte-
sy car. Members of the teams which had substan-
tially better finances than ECC had the chance to 
cruise around Sioux City, but as they were eliminat-
ed, gave the Pirate players the cars to enjoy for the 
last few days. 
Mallory’s decision to throw Boykin proved genius, 

as he now had West and Green rested, and also had 
the option to use Crayton in a relief role. However, 
the post-game celebration was put on hold by Sac-
ramento State, who pounded the Pirates 14-5 in the 
first game. 
One would very rarely see a pitcher stay in the 

game today after giving up eight runs in the second 
inning and four more in the fourth and Boykin viv-
idly recalled Mallory coming out for a conference at 
the mound with his starter West. 
“He went out there and told Lacy he didn’t care if 

they (Sacramento) scored 100 runs, you’re not com-
ing out of this game,” Boykin chuckled while re-tell-
ing Mallory’s quip. 
Facing certain defeat, there was no reason for Mal-

lory to waste any more arms before the deciding 
game later that night. The Pirates actually request-
ed the game be called because the outcome had all 
but been decided, but Sacramento wanted to con-
tinue in hopes that ECC would go deep into an al-
ready paper-thin bullpen and become tired for the 
second tilt. Eventually, the game was completed and 
nine innings were standing between the Pirates and 
Hornets before one would be awarded the hardware. 
As it had done all year, East Carolina was not fazed 

by the nine-run defeat in its first chance against Sacra-
mento. In the second contest, the Pirates jumped out 
to an early lead they would never relinquish in a 13-7 
victory. Behind Greene’s brilliant two-hit, eight-inning 
performance and a barrage of Pirate hits, the triumph 
gave them their first and only national championship 
in the history of the program. Six unearned runs by 
the Hornets in the final frame made the score more re-
spectable, but the result was never in doubt. 
The Pirates had won it all. 
Yes, the same squad that had only 12 players by 

the end of the tournament and the same team that 
played pitchers in the outfield because it had no 
other options. 
East Carolina may have been the last team picked 

to win the 1961 NAIA Baseball Championship, but 
as it is often said in explaining unexpected results, 
“that’s why they play the games.” 

�Post-Tournament Honors
Crayton was awarded the Tournament MVP. 

He recorded two wins during the World Series, 
highlighted by the masterful 19-strikeout vic-
tory over Grambling. He played every other 
game in the outfield except for the final game 
in which he came on to close for Green. 
Six Pirates were included on the all-tourna-

ment team: Crayton (pitcher), Clayton (out-
field) and Wicker (third base) earned first-
team designation, while Johnson (catcher), 
Bass (shortstop) and Jim Martin (infielder) all 
received honorable mention awards. 

�Additional 1961 Team Notes
From the 1961 roster, four players have since been 

enshrined into the East Carolina University Hall of 
Fame: Glenn Bass, Lawrence “Cotton” Clayton, Larry 
“Pumpsie” Crayton and Lacy West. Bass, who also 
starred on the gridiron during his tenure in Green-
ville, went on to play professional football with the 
San Diego Chargers, Buffalo Bills and Houston Oilers. 
Clayton, a multiple-sport standout who was also an 
All-America performer on the hardwood, went on to 
play in the Baltimore Orioles organization for seven 
years. Crayton decided to forego his senior season and 
sign with the St. Louis Cardinals, but his single-game 
strikeout record led him to MVP and All-America hon-
ors where his name resides in the Major League Base-
ball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, N.Y. West was also 
an All-America athlete, gaining the distinction in 
both baseball and basketball. During his four years 
on the diamond, his teams collected a 57-21 over-
all record. 
Head coach Jim Mallory and assistant Earl Smith 

are also members of the ECU Hall of Fame. Mallory 
served as the baseball coach from 1954-62 and owns 
the school’s all-time highest winning percentage with 
a 161-60 (.729) overall record. Smith enjoyed an il-
lustrious career as a player and coach at East Caroli-
na for over 40 years, playing football, basketball and 
baseball for the Pirates and serving as head basketball 
coach in addition to his baseball duties. He eventu-
ally took over the top diamond position and led ECU 
to four consecutive Southern Conference Champion-
ships from 1966 to 1970. 
Floyd Wicker was the only member of the ’61 squad 

to make it to the Major Leagues. He made his debut 
on June 23, 1968 as a member of the St. Louis Car-
dinals before spending time with the expansion Mon-
treal Expos in 1969 and finishing his career with the 
Milwaukee Brewers and San Francisco Giants. 
East Carolina advanced to the NAIA National Cham-

pionships again in 1963, where it earned a third-
place finish. In the tournament, the Pirates own an 
all-time record of 5-3.

Championship Teams
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2001 WILSON REGIONAL CHAMPIONS

In the rich and storied tradition of ECU baseball, 
there was never a season that compares to the mag-
ical experience of 2001.
Under the direction of fourth-year head coach 

Keith LeClair, the ECU program was resurrected into 
national contender caliber status and became one of 
the nation’s top programs.
LeClair guided the Pirates to arguably the great-

est season in ECU history as the Pirates earned their 
first-ever NCAA Tournament national seed, a top 10 
ranking, an NCAA Regional title, and a school re-
cord-tying 47 victories, before finishing just two 
games shy of making the school’s first appearance in 
the College World Series.
ECU’s success came behind one of the most bal-

anced teams in the country as the Pirates were one 
of just three teams to rank among the top 25 in bat-
ting and pitching in the final NCAA statistics. The 
team finished 22nd nationally with .324 batting av-
erage and 15th with a 3.62 team earned run average.
Nine players earned first or second team All-Colo-

nial Athletic Association honors as the Pirates rolled 
to a CAA-record 19 league victories against just two 
losses. ECU had six players named first team all-con-
ference - Sam Narron (LHP), Joseph Hastings (1B), 
Bryant Ward (2B), Chad Tracy (3B), John William-
son (OF) and Cliff Godwin (DH), while Clayton Mc-
Cullough (C), Lee Delfino (SS), and Will Brinson 
(RHP) were named second-team. Hastings and Brin-
son were also selected third-team All-America.
After beginning the season ranked No. 23, ECU 

climbed a high as eighth in the Baseball America 
Top-25 rankings. The Pirates posted a 17-3 mark to 
bolt into the top 10 for the first time in school his-
tory and finished the season ranked 11th by both 

Baseball America and Collegiate Baseball. ECU also 
garnered its highest final RPI ranking, completing 
the season at No. 4. 
Various attendance records were established during 

the season as Pirate baseball became the talk of the 
community. Over 35,000 fans passed through the 
turnstiles at Harrington Field to establish a new sea-
son attendance mark, while also setting a new stan-
dard in per game attendance with over 1,100 fans. 
A new single-game attendance record was also set 
when the Pirates hosted N.C. State in the final home 
game of the season. More than 3,700 fans packed 
the stadium to watch ECU defeat the Wolfpack, 9-3.

�Quickly Out Of The Gates
The season opener against Western Carolina 

proved to be an omen of the offensive output 
that the Pirates would display throughout the 
year as they blasted seven home runs on open-
ing day. Clayton McCullough quietly began the 
home run barrage with a solo home run in the 
third inning before ECU hit four home runs in 
the fourth and another two in the eighth. Ward 
led the onslaught with a pair of round-trippers. 
The power surge continued through each of the 
fist 14 games of the year as ECU hit as least one 
home run in each game.
The Pirates went on to open the season with 

13 consecutive victories at Harrington be-
fore falling to Delaware, an eventual NCAA Re-
gional participant, in 10 innings. The winning 
streak was nearly halted at 12 until Delfino 
hit a walk-off two-run home run in the bot-
tom of the ninth in the series opener against 

the Blue Hens. The streak was the fourth lon-
gest in school history and second-best to start 
a season.
As the calendar turned to March, the Pirates’ 

fortunes turned as well as ECU lost starting left 
fielder Ryan Jones to a broken thumb in the 
series opener against Ball State. Following a 
three-game sweep of the Redbirds, the Pirates 
headed to the Sunshine State for a five-game 
trip through Florida, including a three-game 
series at seventh-ranked Miami. ECU began its 
spring break trip with a 9-6 victory over Illi-
nois State, but fell to Florida Atlantic the fol-
lowing day, 9-8.
The series opener against Miami will be re-

membered as a great comeback that ran out of 
outs. Trailing 12-2 in the top of the eighth in-
ning, ECU scored five run in the frame to pull 
within five. The Hurricanes answered with a 
two-run home run in the bottom half of the 
inning to push their lead back to seven, before 
the ninth-inning dramatics began. With two 
outs and a runner on second base, Hastings hit 
a two-run home run to start a ninth-inning, 
six-run, two-out rally. The Pirates sent 11 men 
to the plate in the inning and had the tying 
run on second base and the go-ahead run at 
the plate when its rally came to an end.
Encouraged by its late-inning rally, ECU 

bounced back to blow past the Hurricanes, 
7-2, in the second game of their series. The Pi-
rates pounded out 14 hits, including six ex-
tra-base hits and held Miami scoreless over 
the final eight innings of play. Williamson and 
Tracy each hit towering home runs during the

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contest. Game three saw the Pirates suffer the 
same fate as game one. ECU put together a late 
rally, but this time its self-imposed curfew rule 
halted the game after eight complete innings.
Following a win over nationally-ranked Wake 

Forest at home, ECU opened its final season 
of competition in the CAA at James Madison. 
The Pirates hit 11 home runs during the three-
game series to earn their first of five CAA series 
sweeps. ECU opened league play with seven 
consecutive victories before falling at Virginia 
Commonwealth in game two of the series. From 
that point on it won 12-straight CAA games 
before the regular season concluded on a sour 
note, a 1-0 loss to UNC Wilmington. 

�Rolling Into Spring
With the season in full swing as the month of April 

dawned, the Pirate baseball team was just starting 
to hit its stride. The month began with a April Fool’s 
Day victory over William & Mary, followed by con-
secutive wins over Elon, Coastal Carolina and VCU. 
Five wins in the next eight games, including an 18-6 
win over Richmond, set the tone for a season-end-
ing run at perfection.
After disappointing loss at North Carolina, the Pi-

rates returned to conference play at Old Dominion. 
ECU put on a hitting clinic in the series, outscor-
ing the Monarchs 37-8 during their three-game se-
ries. Duke beckoned next on the schedule and, play-
ing at home for the first time in a week, ECU showed 
no mercy on the Blue Devils, whipping Duke 16-3 in 
front of a regional television audience.
After nine consecutive victories, ECU headed to 

Wilmington to face in-state rival UNC Wilmington in 
its final CAA series. Looking to leave in style, the Pi-
rates blanked the Seahawks in each of the first two 
games, 11-0 and 3-0. The third game of the series 
was a classic pitcher’s duel. The Seahawks pulled off 
the seemingly impossible as they shutout an ECU 
team that had scored less than three runs in a game 
just once the entire season.

�On To The Regionals
Unable to earn an automatic bid to the NCAA Re-

gionals via the CAA Tournament, ECU patiently waited 
for the pairings to be announced. Upon the announce-
ment of the 64-team field, ECU was awarded the No. 
7 overall seed and named the host institution for the 
NCAA Regional at Wilson, N.C. The Pirates cruised past 
UMBC in the opening round, 7-0, behind a four-hit 
pitching performance from Jason Mandryk. Tracy and 
Hastings each homered in the victory.
Following a six-hour rain delay, the top-seeded Pi-

rates rallied from a 6-3 seventh inning deficit to de-
feat South Florida, 12-8, and advance to the champi-
onship game against Winthrop. ECU scored four times 
in the seventh to take a one-run lead before adding 
a run in the eighth and four in the ninth to ensure 
the victory.
The championship game provided little drama as 

Narron tossed a complete-game five hitter. Trailing 

1-0 in the top half of the fifth, the regional’s Most 
Outstanding Player Chad Tracy capped off a three-
run frame hitting a two-run home run to give the Pi-
rates a lead they would never relinquish and a date 
in the Super Regional against Tennessee.
After thunderstorms postponed game one of the 

Super Regional until Saturday, Tennessee quickly 
took advantage of its extra day of rest and jumped 
out to a 9-2 lead. ECU scored a combined seven runs 
in the seventh and eighth innings to take a 10-9 
lead heading in to the ninth. The Volunteers rallied 
for four runs in the ninth and took game one 13-
10. Game two once again provided a similar result as 
each team came from behind to take the lead, how-
ever it was a UT grand slam in the eighth that ended 
ECU’s glorious season and Omaha dreams.

�A Program First
ECU earned its first-ever NCAA Tournament 

national seed (No. 7), a Top-10 ranking, an 
NCAA Regional title, and a school-tying 47 vic-
tories, before finishing just two games shy of 
making the school’s first appearance in the Col-
lege World Series.

�Final Stat Rankings
The Pirates were one of just three school’s to 

rank among the Top-25 in batting (22nd/.324) 
and pitching (15th/3.62) in the final 
NCAA statistics.

�Postseason Honors Were Plenty
Nine players earned All-Colonial Athletic As-

sociation honors with six garnering first-
team honors (Cliff Godwin/DH, Joseph Hast-
ings/1B, Sam Narron/LHP, Chad Tracy/3B, 
Bryant Ward/2B and John Williamson/OF), and 
three taking home second-team accolades (Lee 
Delfino/SS, Will Brinson/RHP and Clayton Mc-
Cullough/C) ... Hastings and Brinson were also 
selected third-team All-America.

�Nationally-Ranked Pirates
After beginning the season ranked No. 23, 

ECU climbed as high as eighth in the Baseball 
America Top-25 rankings ... The Pirates post-
ed a 17-3 mark to bolt into the Top-10 for the 
first time in school history and finished the 
season ranked 11th by both Baseball America 
and Collegiate Baseball ... ECU also garnered its 
highest final RPI ranking, completing the sea-
son at No. 4.

�Seniors Depart as 
Winningest Class
The senior class of 2001 graduated as the win-

ningest class of seniors in the history of Pi-
rate baseball ... Hastings, Godwin, Brad Simons 
and John Williamson won 166 games during 
their four years ... Kevin Grieve, a transfer from 
Western Carolina, played three years at ECU ... 

The group of seniors was just the third class to 
participate in three consecutive NCAA Tourna-
ments and helped the Pirates to three-straight 
No. 1 seeds in post-season play.

�Narron Ties School 
Record for Victories
Narron became just the fourth pitcher in 

school history to win 12 games in a season, 
tying the single-season mark for victories ... 
He opened the season by winning his first four 
decisions before losing at Miami (Fla.) and fin-
ished the year by winning his final eight de-
cisions ... Narron tossed a pair of complete 
games, including the regional championship 
game against Winthrop ... He lead the team in 
strikeouts and innings pitched, and was sec-
ond in ERA.

�Record Year for Home Runs
The 2001 squad finished the season with a 

school-record 85 home runs, breaking the old 
mark of 79 set by the 1998 and 1999 clubs ... 
Five players finished the season with 10 or 
more home runs for the first time in school his-
tory ... Tracy broke the record in the champion-
ship game of the NCAA Regional at Wilson, N.C. 
... The Pirates homered in 46 of 60 games and 
hit two or more home runs in a game 25 times.

�Pirates In the Draft
A quartet of Pirates was selected in the Major 

League Baseball Amateur Draft: Lee Delfino 
(Toronto Blue Jays/6th RD), Chad Tracy (Ari-
zona Diamondbacks/7th RD), John Williamson 
(Seattle Mariners/18th RD) and Joseph Hast-
ings (San Diego Padres/24th RD).

�Williamson Finishes 
Among the Greatest
Williamson will forever be regarded as one of the 

best players ever to don the Purple and Gold ... He 
finished his career as the Pirates all-time leader in 
games played, total bases, at-bats, runs, doubles and 
walks ... His 70 career doubles was also a CAA re-
cord and 22 doubles in 2001 was a single-season re-
cord ... The two-time All-CAA selection and freshman 
All-American is the only player in ECU history to fin-
ish his career with 200 runs, 100 walks, 200 RBI, 50 
doubles and 40 home runs.

Championship Teams
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2004 KINSTON REGIONAL CHAMPIONS

The 2004 season was without a doubt the best 
season in the history of the ECU baseball pro-
gram. The Pirates set a school record with 51 
wins while only losing 13 games. ECU also won 
its first regular season Conference USA Cham-
pionship. En route to a record-breaking season, 
the Pirates collected many team and individual 
awards along the way.

�Numerous Team Records Fall
ECU set school and C-USA records for runs 

(32), RBI (32) and at-bats (58) while setting 
a new school record for hits (34), falling one 
hit shy of the C-USA single-game record in a 
32-14 win over Cincinnati in game two of the 
series. The Pirates also completed a 19-game 
win streak from Mar. 27 through May 4, which 
set new school and C-USA records. A school-re-
cord 100 home runs were hit in 64 games, sur-
passing the old single-season record (85) held 
by the 2001 squad.

��Pirates Make Mark On 
Conference USA �Records
ECU finished 25-5 in Conference USA play, 

four games ahead of second-place Tulane for 
the regular season conference championship. 
The Pirates also set a C-USA record with 22 
consecutive conference wins including six con-
ference sweeps.

�Conference USA Awards
Right-hander Greg Bunn was selected as the 

2004 Conference USA Pitcher-of-the-Year while 
teammate Ryan Jones was chosen as the 2004 
Conference USA Player-of-the-Year. Head coach 
Randy Mazey was awarded the 2004 Confer-
ence USA Keith LeClair Coach-of-the-Year 
award and the Pirates put four players on the 

All-C-USA first-team (Jones, Bunn, Trevor Law-
horn, Ryan Norwood) and two players on the 
second-team (Jamie Paige, Darryl Lawhorn). 
Shane Mathews was the Pirates lone represen-
tative on the all-freshman squad. Five different 
Pirates earned league weekly honors including 
Hitter-of-the-Week five times and Pitcher-of-
the-Week twice.

�National Awards
Ryan Jones and Greg Bunn earned several 

postseason awards in 2004. Jones was named 
the NCBWA District IV Player-of-the-Year as 
well as being chosen to four All-America 
squads. Bunn garnered five All-America honors, 
while Ryan Norwood and Trevor Lawhorn both 
earned honorable mention All-America hon-
ors. Head coach Randy Mazey was named the 
East Region Coach-of-the-Year by the American 
Baseball Coaches Association (ABCA).

�Pirates In The Polls
ECU was ranked as high as No. 3 in the coun-

try and remained ranked in the Top 10 of the 
four major collegiate baseball polls – NCBWA, 
Collegiate Baseball, Baseball America and 
ESPN/Sports Weekly Coaches’ Poll – during the 
second half of the season. When the final 2004 
polls were released, ECU was ranked No. 8 by 
Baseball America, No. 9 in the ESPN/Sports 
Weekly Coaches’ Poll, No. 10 by the NCBWA and 
No. 12 by Collegiate Baseball.

�Pirates In The Draft
Seven Pirates were taken in the 2004 Major 

League Baseball Amateur Draft: RHP Greg Bunn 
(fifth round by Montreal Expos), Trevor Law-
horn (ninth round by Cincinnati Reds), Ryan 
Norwood (ninth round by Chicago Cubs), Darryl 

Lawhorn (11th round by Arizona Diamond-
backs), Matt Bishop (17th round by Pittsburgh 
Pirates), John Poppert (17th round by Montre-
al Expos) and Ryan Jones (22nd round by Oak-
land Athletics).

�Final Goodbye To 
Harrington Field
ECU played its final game at Harrington Field 

on May 4, 2004 against UNC Wilmington. The 
Pirates finished with a 27-3 record at Har-
rington Field in the programs final season at 
the old park.

�NCAA Regional Streak Continues
ECU made its sixth consecutive trip to the 

NCAA Regionals in 2004. After winning the 
Kinston Regional at Historic Grainger Stadium, 
the Pirates advanced to the Columbia Super Re-
gional falling to South Carolina. It was the sec-
ond time in the last four years the Pirates have 
advanced to the Super Regional.

�Other Interesting Facts
The Pirates turned what was believed to be the first 

triple play in school history in a 7-5 win over Duke … 
ECU was one of 12 Conference USA schools to record 
a win over a nationally-ranked team … The Pirates 
has wins over Clemson, Tulane, NC State and South-
ern Miss … At the conclusion of the Pirates season 
in 2004, ECU led the nation in win-loss percentage 
(.839) the last seven weeks of the regular season … 
Ryan Jones was chosen as one of 10 finalists for the 
2004 Dick Howser Trophy, given to the nation’s top 
collegiate baseball player … ECU finished 5-0 against 
Atlantic Coast Conference teams including two wins 
over nationally-ranked NC State and Clemson.

�� ECU HOSTS REGIONAL AT CLARK-LECLAIR STADIUM

For the first time in facility history, East Car-
olina’s Clark-LeClair Stadium served as one of 
16 regional sites for the opening round of The 
Road To Omaha when the Pirates garnered their 
fifth No. 1 seed at the Greenville Regional in 
2009. With the top seed, the Pirates made their 
24th NCAA appearance, 10th in the last 11 
seasons and third straight under Head Coach 
Billy Godwin.

�Regular Season C-USA 
Champions
The Pirates claimed their second Conference 

USA regular season crown in 2009 after post-
ing a 17-7 record in league play, finishing one 
game ahead of perennial baseball power Rice 
(16-8). Heading into the final weekend of con-
ference action, the Pirates trailed the Owls 
by one game with a three-game home series 
against Memphis on the horizon. After tak-
ing the first two games from Memphis and 
Rice splitting a pair with UAB, the Pirates and 
Owls were tied in the standings with one game 
remaining. 
ECU completed the series sweep of Memphis 

on senior Brandon Henderson’s walk-off three-
run shot to right field giving the Pirates a 
13-2 victory in seven innings. Meanwhile, Rice 
looked to be on its way to a share of the league 
title taking a 9-1 lead into the bottom of the 
fifth inning, but the hometown Blazers roared 
back scoring 14 runs in the next four frames, 
including a seven-run seventh, walking away 
with a 15-12 win and giving the Pirates their 
first regular season title since 2004.

�NCAA Greenville 
Regional Champions
In arguably the most exciting game ever in-

side Clark-LeClair Stadium, Devin Harris lifted 
the Pirates to a 10-9 victory in 10 innings over 
South Carolina in the NCAA Greenville Region-
al Championship game on June 1. The win sent 
the Pirates to Chapel Hill for their third NCAA 
Super Regional in school history, where they 
dropped both games to North Carolina 10-1 
and 9-3. 
Trailing 6-0 in the fifth frame, ECU pushed 

across a pair of runs in the fifth, sixth and sev-
enth innings, while South Carolina added two 
runs in the eighth putting the score at 8-6 and 
setting up a dramatic come from behind win 
for the Pirates. In the ninth, Brandon Hender-
son and Dustin Harrington drew back-to-back 
walks before Harris lifted a 0-1 count to left 
field knotting the game at nine.
With one away in the bottom of the 10th, Kyle 

Roller doubled to the wall in center before Har-
rington flew out to right. After the Gamecocks 
brought in reliever Sam Dyson, Harris sat on a 
3-1 count and knocked a single to center that 
was just deep enough to score Roller and give 
the Pirates the win. Five Pirates took home Re-
gional All-Tournament honors with sophomore 
Trent White claiming Most Outstanding Player 
honors. Joining Whitehead were Kevin Brandt 
(LHP), Henderson (INF), Roller (DH) and Ryan 
Wood (INF).

�Pirate Trio Earns All-
America Honors
Ryan Wood joined Cory Scott (2000), Greg 

Bunn (2004) and Seth Maness (2008) as the 
only players in school history to be named to 
five All-America squads during a single sea-
son. The senior second baseman, who led the 
team with a .379 average, garnered honors 
from Ping!Baseball (first-team), NCBWA (sec-
ond-team), Collegiate Baseball (third-team), 
Baseball America (third-team) and ABCA/Raw-
lings (third-team).
Roller, who set career-highs in average (.336), 

games played (66), runs (63), hits (86), dou-
bles (12), home runs (16), RBIs (75), walks 
(32) and hit by pitches (24), earned first-team 
All-America honors from ABCA/Rawlings and 
Ping!Baseball.
Kevin Brant became the 10th Pirate to earn 

freshman All-America honors after his selec-
tions by Collegiate Baseball and Ping!Baseball. 
The lefthander made 28 appearances in 2009, 
logging six starts, and posted a 9-2 record. 
Brandt finished his rookie campaign with a 
3.64 ERA and 72 strikeouts, while walking just 
24 batters in 81.2 innings pitched. On April 27 
he was named Conference USA Pitcher-of-the-
Week after leading ECU to a shutout victory 
over then - No. 1 North Carolina.

�ECU Ranked For 
19-Straight Weeks
The 2009 Pirates tied a school-record by 

spending 19 consecutive weeks in the national 
polls, which started on Jan. 13 when they were 
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tabbed preseason No. 27 by the National Col-
legiate Baseball Writers Association (NCBWA). 
After starting the season 5-1, the Pirates 
quickly moved into the national spotlight gar-
nering national rankings in six weekly polls.
After closing out the 2009 season with a 

46-20 overall record, which included its third 
Super Regional appearance since 2001, ECU 
garnered Top 20 rankings in six final polls. The 
Pirates finished No. 15 by ESPN/USA Today and 
Rivals.com, while being tabbed No. 16 by Col-
legiate Baseball and NCBWA, and No. 17 from 
Baseball America and Ping!Baseball. It marks 
the 13th time in school history the Pirates 
were ranked in the final polls.

��Godwin Named Keith LeClair 
Coach-of-the-Year
In his fourth season as the Pirate skip-

per, Billy Godwin guided the Pirates to their 
third consecutive NCAA Regional appearance 
and its first Super Regional since 2004 when 
they claimed the Greenville Regional title in-
side Clark-LeClair Stadium. Godwin became just 
the second ECU coach to record three straight 
40 plus win seasons (Keith LeClair, 1999-2002) 
after posting a league-best 46-20 mark that 
lead to the 2009 Conference USA regular sea-
son crown.
His 2009 squad was one of the most prolific 

offenses in the nation, finishing with a NCAA-
best 814 hits and ranking among the national 
leaders in runs (4th/565), doubles (6th/154), 
home runs (7th/108), slugging percentage 
(12th/.546) and batting average (15th/.339), 
while also leading C-USA (all games) with a 
.415 on-base percentage, 523 RBI and 1,310 
total bases and a .971 fielding percentage. 
For the third consecutive season the Pirates 
ranked first in home runs belting a school-re-
cord 108 to follow-up their 89 homers in 2008 
and 68 in 2007.

�Eight Pirates Earn All-
Conference Honors
The Pirates landed the most All-Conference 

selections with seven, including a league-best 
five first teamers in Stephen Batts (OF), Chris 
Heston (RHP), Seth Maness (RHP), Kyle Roll-
er (DH) and Ryan Wood (INF). Brad Mincey 
(RHP) and Trent Whitehead (OF) were named 
second-team, while Kevin Brandt (LHP) took 
home All-Freshman Team accolades. Heston be-
came the second Pirate to be named Newcom-
er-of-the-Year following Justin Bristow’s selec-
tion in 2008.

��Henderson Awarded 
Honorary No. 23 Jersey
Senior first basemen Brandon Henderson be-

came the seventh recipient of the honorary No. 

23 jersey, which was the number worn by the 
late ECU head coach Keith LeClair throughout 
his coaching and playing career.
Henderson started all 54 games played bat-

ting .330 with a career-best 13 home runs and 
57 RBI, while collecting 70 hits and scoring 
34 runs.

�Pirates Receive Academic Honors
Mike Anderson, Shawn Armstrong, Jared 

Avchen, Brett Bowers, Ethan Brown, Jacob 
Davis, Dustin Harrington, Brandon Henderson, 
Chris Heston, Austin Homan, Seth Maness, 
James McGhee, Kyle Roller, Drew Schieber and 
Zach Wright were all named to the Conference 
USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll after maintain-
ing a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better during 
the 2008-09 academic year.
For the second straight year, Schieber was one 

of 17 ECU student-athletes named to the PCS 
Phosphate All-Academic Team at the annual 
Breakfast of Champions event in May of 2009. 
Schieber and Avchen also took home the Aca-
demic Excellence Award. 

�Five Pirates Selected 
In MLB Draft 
After having 23 players taken in the Major 

League Baseball Amateur Draft since 2003, five 

Pirates heard their names called in the 2009 
draft, with four being selected on the second 
day. Devin Harris was taken first when the Bal-
timore Orioles chose him with the 236th over-
all pick in the eighth round. Ryan Wood was 
drafted by the Kansas City Royals as a pitch-
er in the 11th round (pick No. 332) just before 
Chris Heston heard his name called in the 12th 
round by the San Francisco Giants (pick No. 
357). Stephen Batts was selected by the Phila-
delphia Phillies with the 587th overall pick as 
a first baseman in round 19, while Kyle Roll-
er was chosen by the Oakland Athletics in the 
47th round (pick No. 1413) on the final day of 
the amateur draft.

��Roller Named National 
Player-of-the-Week
Kyle Roller became the third player in school histo-

ry to earn National Player-of-the-Week honors from 
NCBWA back on Mar. 24 after he led the Pirates to a 
perfect 5-0 week where ECU outscored its opponents 
90 to 17. Roller batted .591 (13-for-22) on the week 
with four home runs, 15 RBI, two walks, one strike-
out and was plunked five times, while hitting safe-
ly in all five contests and posting four multi-hit and 
multi-RBI games.

�One Win Away From Omaha
For the first time in program history, ECU 

came one win away from making its first ap-
pearance in the College World Series. After 
sweeping through the Charlottesville Region-
al, ECU headed to No. 5 National Seed Texas 
Tech in Lubbock, Texas. The Pirates picked up 
their first-ever super regional win defeating 
the Red Raiders in the game one 8-6 behind 
Travis Watkins’ grand slam and a solid pitch-
ing performance from Evan Kruczynski (5.2 IP, 
3 Rs, 6 Ks).
In game two, ECU had a chance to break a 

one-all tie and win the series as it had run-
ners in scoring position four times (twice on 
third base) late in the contest. In the bot-
tom of the 12th, Brady Lloyd pinch hit with 
the bases loaded sending what looked like the 
game winning hit up the middle that would 
have scored Parker Lamm, but the two-hopper 
skimmed off the pitcher’s mound and right into 
Michael Davis’ glove forcing Watkins out a sec-
ond. The Red Raiders scored a pair of runs in 
the top of the 13th on Eric Gutierrez’ single 
forcing a game three, winner take-all, which 
Texas Tech won 11-0 advancing to the College 
World Series.

�Sweep In Charlottesville Regional
After finishing second in the American Ath-

letic Conference standings, ECU earned its 28th 
NCAA Regional appearance after being tabbed 

as the No. 3 seed in the Charlottesville Re-
gional. The Pirates opened regional play with 
a 9-1 win over No. 20 and second seeded Bry-
ant using a seven-run eighth inning. The next 
day, ECU took on regional host and No. 10 Vir-
ginia with the winner advancing to the region-
al finals. Trailing 6-3 going to the bottom of 
the ninth, the Pirates sent six batters to the 
plate scoring five runs, which was highlighted 
by Travis Watkins’ three-run walk-off homer for 
an 8-6 victory. Just one win away from reach-
ing their fourth Super Regional in program his-
tory, the Pirates completed the weekend sweep 
defeating William & Mary (8-4) behind two-
run home runs from Eric Tyler, Watkins and 
Charlie Yorgen. Five Pirates earned all-regional 
team honors in Garrett Brooks, Evan Kruczyns-
ki, Tyler, Watkins (Most Outstanding Player) 
and Yorgen.

��Kruczynski And Williams-Sutton  
�Garner All-America Honors
Junior Evan Kruczynski picked up a pair 

of All-America honors in 2016 (Third-Team 
D1Baseball and Honorable Mention Perfect 
Game) after posting an 8-1 record with a 2.01 
ERA. He struck out a career-high 95 batters on 
his way to winning ECU’s pitching triple crown. 
In 17 starts he allowed 32 runs (26 earned) on 
107 hits while issuing 27 walks earning First-
Team All-American Conference accolades. In 
two NCAA postseason starts, he sported a 2-0 
record with a 2.13 ERA allowing three runs (all 

earned) on six hits with 12 strikeouts in 12.2 
innings. One of five Charlottesville All-Region-
al selections, he became the first Pirate pitcher 
to register a win in Super Regional action help-
ing ECU to an 8-6 victory over Texas Tech. The 
left-hander, who earned First-Team All-Ameri-
can Athletic Conference honors, stood among 
the conference leaders in innings pitched (sec-
ond), wins (third) and strikeouts (t5th).
Dwanya Williams-Sutton was named to three 

Freshman All-America teams (Baseball Amer-
ica, Collegiate Baseball and D1Baseball) lead-
ing The American in batting average (.360) and 
on-base percentage (.455), while ranking sec-
ond in slugging percentage (.551). The Wilson, 
N.C. native became the first Pirate since Brian 
Cavanaugh to lead a conference in batting av-
erage (.382) back in 2005 when ECU was a 
member of Conference USA. He started 55 of 
56 games, belted five home runs, laced four tri-
ples and 11 doubles (20 extra base hits), while 
scoring 31 runs, driving in 27 and swiping 7 of 
12 bases. Williams-Sutton, who also garnered 
2016 First-Team All-American Athletic Confer-
ence accolades, earned league player-of-the-
week honors twice (Feb. 29 and May 23) and 
tallied six game-winning RBI with four coming 
in league play.

��Kruczynski And Lamm Named  
�Jungle Award Winners
Every year the Pirate Jungle members honor 

the baseball team with its Annual Williams 
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Jungle Awards. Members of the famed Jungle 
present a Pitching and Offensive MVP with the 
recipient receiving a plaque as well has having 
their names immortalized inside the Clark-Le-
Clair Stadium clubhouse. For the 2016 season, 
junior Evan Kruczynski was named the Pitch-
ing MVP after posting an 8-1 record with a 2.01 
ERA. Senior Parker Lamm took home Offensive 
MVP honors after starting 57 games where he 
batted .287 (68-for-237) with 28 RBI, 28 runs 
scored while collecting 18 multi-hit and five 
multi-RBI games. He ranked among the team 
leaders (top-4) in six statistical categories in-
cluding stolen bases (12/first), hits (third) and 
RBI (fourth). In the field, he tallied 94 put-
outs, two assists and didn’t commit an error in 
96 chances.

�Tyler Sets ECU And American 
Single-Game Records
Junior Eric Tyler set a new ECU and American 

Athletic Conference single-game record on Mar. 
26 when he drove in eight runs against Jack-
sonville in a 13-0 series clinching win at Lewis 
Field inside Clark-LeClair Stadium. Tyler drove 
in all three of ECU’s runs in the first inning on 
a three-run shot to left field that plated Tra-
vis Watkins and Zack Mozingo. He followed that 
with an RBI sac fly in the fifth that scored Char-
lie Yorgen giving ECU an 8-0 lead. Tyler capped 
the historic day hitting his first career grand 
slam in the five-run eighth frame that pushed 
across Jeff Nelson, Watkins and Ryan Littlefield. 
The previous record of seven RBI in a contest 

had been done just twice in school history by 
Jim Riley (vs. Fairfield/Mar. 8, 1987) and Dar-
ryl Lawhorn (vs. New York Tech/Feb. 23, 2002).

�Keith LeClair Classic Champs 
Four Years Straight
For the ninth time in 13 years and fourth-

straight season, the Pirates claimed the annual 
Keith LeClair Classic title in 2016 posting a 2-1 
record notching wins over Southeastern Loui-
siana (2-1) and Maryland (4-3), while falling 
to Tennessee (5-2). For the Pirates, it marked 
their eighth outright championship follow-
ing wins in 2004, 2007-08, 2010 and 2013-16. 
ECU also picked up co-championship honors in 
2006 along with NC State and West Virginia.

�ECU wins Greenville Regional
For the fifth time in program history (second 

under head coach Cliff Godwin), ECU claimed 
the regional title winning four games in two 
days and advancing to the Louisville Super 
Regional. After falling to Quinnipiac (5-4) in 
the regional opener, the Pirates came through 
the loser’s bracket outscoring their opponents 
44-11 and earning wins against No. 18 NC State 
(9-2) and Quinnipiac (13-3) on Sunday, June 
2 before sweeping two games Monday against 
Campbell (10-3, 12-3) to advance. It marked 
the second time that the Pirates won an NCAA 
regional championship as a campus host 
(2009) and moved on to their second Super Re-
gional under Godwin (2016 at Lubbock, Texas). 
Four Pirates earned all-tournament team hon-
ors in Jake Agnos (SP), Alec Burleson (OF), 
Bryan Packard (OF) and Jake Washer (C). Wash-
er, who hit four home runs and drove in nine, 
was named the Most Outstanding Player of the 
Greenville Regional.

�Pirates Set Numerous 
Records In 2019
During the historical 2019 season, ECU set 

numerous records on its way to a 47-18 ledger 
and a Super Regional appearance (Louisville). 
The Pirates established five new single-season 
standards in total sacrifices (96), hit by pitch-
es (80), strikeouts pitching (595), strikeouts 
per nine innings (9.27) and total draft picks 
(seven). Senior Turner Brown broke the career 

record for total sacrifices (56), while Jake 
Agnos established new single-season records 
in starts (17/tied) and strikeouts (145). In 
American Athletic Conference play, ECU set the 
single-season marks in league wins (20), hits 
(642) and sacrifice bunts (72), which also led 
the nation. Agnos’ 145 punch outs during his 
junior campaign were a new single-season re-
cord and he also set the career record for strike-
outs with 295. Brown left the program as the 
AAC career leader in games played (235/tied) 
and total sacrifice hits (43), while Bryant Pack-
ard’s .359 career average set a new standard.

�Classroom Success Continues
Since Cliff Godwin returned to ECU, his teams 

have excelled in the classroom by registering 
a 3.05 or higher grade point average in 10 of 
11 semesters, including a spring semester best 
3.48 in 2019 besting the previous mark of 3.43 
(2018), while its top fall GPA was 3.52 in 2017. 
Over 60 players have earned inclusion on The 
American All-Academic Team, while more than 
250 have been named to the ECU Honor Roll 
maintaining a minimum 3.00 GPA.
For the fourth-straight year, ECU earned 

the American Baseball Coaches Association 
and The American Team Academic Excellence 
Awards after sporting a 3.448 cumulative GPA 
for the 2018-19 year. Prior to that, the Pi-
rates posted cumulative GPAs of 3.31 (2015-
16), 3.27 (2016-17) and 3.47 (2017-18) start-
ing their run of four consecutive years claiming 

ABCA and AAC honors. For the second time 
in Godwin’s tenure, the Pirates had a pair of 
players named Google Cloud CoSIDA Academ-
ic All-Americans with Jake Agnos (first-team) 
and Alec Burleson’s (third-team) selections in 
2019. Two years ago (2017), Travis Watkins 
(first-team) and Charlie Yorgen (third-team) 
were named CoSIDA Academic All-American, 
while in 2018 Agnos was an All-District 3 First-
Team selection. Spencer Brickhouse was named 
ECU’s Male Outstanding Scholar-Athlete at the 
annual Breakfast of Champions, while Agnos 
was named to the Nutrien All-Academic Team.

�Kuchmaner Tosses ECU’s 
First Perfect Game
Sophomore Jake Kuchmaner made ECU histo-

ry on Sunday, March 17 when he threw the 28th 
perfect game in NCAA Division I history and first 
for the Pirates. The lefty struck out eight batters 
and did not allow a hit or issue a walk on the af-
ternoon in the Pirates’ 3-0 series sweep at Mary-
land. Retiring all 27 batters he faced, Kuchman-
er recorded at last one strikeout in seven frames 
with two in the eighth, including the last batter 
(Kody Milton) to secure the win. Heading into 
the bottom of the ninth, the Terrapins sent the 
bottom third of their order to the plate. Kuch-
maner got Justin Vought to pop out to second, 
Tommy Gardiner grounded out to Alec Burleson 
at first on diving play to the right of the bag 
then the Waxhaw, N.C. native got Milton swing-
ing to end the contest.
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�Three Players Earn 
All-America Accolades
The ECU trio of Jake Agnos, Spencer Brick-

house and Alec Burleson continued the tradi-
tion of Pirates earning All-America accolades 
as the three combined for 14 selections. Agnos, 
who became the 12th different hurler in pro-
gram history to win the pitching triple crown, 
led the club in seven different statistical cat-
egories including wins (11), ERA (2.29) and 
strikeouts (145) on his way to being named 
to six All-America squads. Brickhouse picked 
up his first career honor after being tabbed a 
second-team selection on the Inaugural Col-
lege Baseball Foundation team. He led the Pi-
rates in five stat columns including runs scored 
(57), walks (45), on-base percentage (.467) 
and slugging percentage (.467) and finished 
his career with 34 home runs, which stands 
11th on ECU’s all-time charts. Burleson earned 
inclusion on five All-America squads (all first-
team honors) after leading the Pirates in seven 
offensive categories, including average (.370), 
hits (91), doubles (23) and RBI (61). The two-
way standout also posted a 6-2 record with five 
saves and a 3.28 ERA in 60.1 innings.

�AAC Regular Season Champs
In its fifth year as a member of the Ameri-

can Athletic Conference, head coach Cliff God-
win and his staff guided ECU to its first regu-
lar season title posting a 20-4 ledger earning 
the top spot in the AAC Championships. The 
Pirates, who set a new league record with 20 
victories, won all eight weekend series which 
included four sweeps. On Friday, May 10 ECU 
won the regular season title with a 6-1 victory 
at Wichita State securing its first regular sea-
son crown since 2009, when it was a member 
of Conference USA.

�Burleson Represents Team USA
Sophomore Alec Burleson became the third 

Pirate in the last two years (Jake Agnos/’18 
and Bryant Packard/’18) to play for the USA 
Collegiate National Team during the summer 
of 2019. The two-way stand out helped the 
Red, White and Blue to an 8-6 overall record 
which included series wins over Chinese Taipei 
and Cuba. Burleson appeared in eight games 
making four starts in the field where he batted 
.267 (4-for-15) with a home run and three RBI. 
His lone home run, a solo walk-off blast in the 
bottom of the ninth that lifted USA to a 3-2 
victory over Japan, was named USA Baseball’s 
International Performance-of-the-Year. On the 
mound, he sported a 2.53 ERA in three outings 
striking out eight in 10.2 innings.

�Agnos And Godwin Garner 
American Year Honors
Jake Agnos became the third Pirate to earn 

pitcher-of-the-year honors (Greg Bunn/’04 and 
Seth Maness/’10), while head coach Cliff God-
win earned his second career coach-of-the-
year accolade highlighting ECU’s postseason 
American Athletic Conference honors. Agnos 
also took home the AAC Male and Baseball 
Scholar-Athlete-of-the-Year Awards from the 
league office.
Along with Agnos, ECU also had five other 

all-conference selections on the first-team in 
Spencer Brickhouse (DH), Alec Burleson (OF), 
Jake Kuchmaner (LHP), Bryant Packard (OF/
unanimous) and Jake Washer (C), while Brick-
house (1B), Burleson (UTIL) and Turner Brown 
(SS) garnered second-team All-AAC accolades.
With their six honorees, the Pirates have had 

at least one player named to a first-team for 
16-straight years (2004-present). Since joining 
The American in 2015, ECU has had 15 differ-
ent first-team all-conference members.

�Record Seven Pirates 
Selected In MLB Draft
Dating back to 1997, ECU has had at least one 

player selected in the Major League Baseball 
First-Year Player Draft in 21 of the last 22 sea-
sons when a record seven players heard their 
names called during the weekly event. The 
trio of Jake Agnos (New York Yankees/4th 
round), Bryant Packard (Detroit Tigers/5th 

round) and Spencer Brickhouse (Arizona Dia-
mondbacks/7th round) were selected on sec-
ond day of the draft (June 4th), while Trey 
Benton (Cleveland Indians/15th round), Evan 
Voliva (New York Yankees/18th round), Turn-
er Brown (Colorado Rockies/19th/round) and 
Jake Washer (Chicago Cubs/29th round) were 
picked on day three (June 5th).

��Agnos And Burleson Named 
Jungle Award Winners
Every Year the Pirate Jungle honors the base-

ball team with its Annual Jungle Awards. Mem-
bers of the famed Jungle present a Pitching 
and Offensive MVP with the recipient receiving 
a plaque as well as having their names immor-
talized inside the Clark-LeClair Stadium Club-
house. For the 2019 season, Agnos was named 
the Pitching MVP after posting an 11-3 record 
with a 2.29 ERA and 145 strikeouts in 102.0 in-
nings pitched. The lefty became the 12th dif-
ferent hurler in program history to win the 
pitching triple crown and led the club in seven 
statistical categories. Alec Burleson earned Of-
fensive MVP honors after batting a team-best 
.370 with nine home runs and a team-high 61 
RBI. He also led the Pirates in at-bats (246), 
doubles (23), hits (91), sacrifice flies (eight) 
and total bases (141).

East Carolina Nabs 
Another Regional Title
For the seventh time in program history 

(fourth under head coach Cliff Godwin), No. 8 
national seed ECU claimed a regional title by 
downing Coastal Carolina 13-4 in the decisive 
contest. The Pirates defeated Coppin State (17-
1) in the opener before knocking off Virginia 
(4-2) and falling to the Chanticleers 9-1 to ex-
tend the regional to a game seven. It marked 
the fourth time the Pirates won an NCAA re-
gional title as a campus host (2009, 2019, 
2021, 2022) and East Carolina advanced to its 
fourth Super Regional under Godwin (2016 at 
Lubbock, Texas, 2019 at Louisville, Ky., 2021 
at Nashville, Tenn., 2022 at Greenville, N.C.). 
Four ECU players earned All-Regional status in 
Zach Agnos (SS), Jacob Jenkins-Cowart (OF), 
Carter Spivey (P) and Bryson Worrell (OF). Wor-
rell was named the Most Outstanding Player of 
the Greenville Regional.

Agnos And Spivey Named 
All-Americans
The duo of Zach Agnos and Carter Spiv-

ey continued the tradition of Pirates earning 

All-America accolades as they combined for 
five selections. Spivey was tabbed to three 
all-america teams (NCBWA/Second Team, CBF/
Second Team and CB/Third Team) after a stel-
lar junior season during which he compiled a 
sparkling 8-0 record and 2.83 earned run av-
erage with 76 strikeouts against 19 walks in 
76.1 innings of work with five saves. Spivey 
also ranked eighth nationally in appearances 
(35), 47th in victories and 54th in ERA while 
pacing the AAC in earned run average, victo-
ries, earned runs allowed (20) and doubles al-
lowed (6). He also slotted second in appear-
ances and fourth in opposing batting average 
(.245). A key cog in the Pirates’ postseason 
run, which culminated in ECU hosting a Super 
Regional for the first time in program history, 
Spivey went 1-0 with a 2.57 ERA in the NCAA 
Greenville Regional, adding seven strikeouts in 
seven innings pitched as well as a .214 oppos-
ing batting average. He tossed five innings in 
the regional championship game against Coast-
al Carolina, striking out five batters against no 
walks in the Pirates’ 13-4 victory. Agnos earned 
a spot on the Baseball America and D1Baseball 
Second Teams by hitting .330 (88-for 267) with 
seven home runs, 42 RBI and 56 runs scored. 
He was the team co-leader in hits with Bryson 

Worrell and co-leader in doubles (15) alongside 
Lane Hoover and Alec Makarewicz while lead-
ing the club with 29 multi-hit games and fin-
ishing tied for third with 10 multi-RBI efforts. 
Showing his two-way versatility, Agnos post-
ed a 3-0 record with three saves in 21 relief 
appearances. allowed just six runs (all earned) 
on 11 hits over 23.1 innings while sporting a 
team-best 2.31 ERA.

Pirates Carry On 
Classroom Excellence
For the seventh consecutive year, the East 

Carolina baseball team received the Ameri-
can Baseball Coaches Association (ABCA) and 
the American Athletic Conference Team Aca-
demic Excellence Awards after posting a pro-
gram-best 3.474 GPA for the 2021-22 ac-
ademic year. ECU has registered a 3.41 or 
higher grade point average the past five years, 
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including a team-best 3.69 in the spring of 
2021 which topped the previous program-re-
cord GPA of 3.61 (spring 2020). Under head 
coach head coach Cliff Godwin, a two-time Ac-
ademic All-America selection, the Pirates have 
had a combined 361 selections on the ECU Di-
rector of Athletics Honor Roll (3.0 grade point 
average or higher). In Godwin’s eight years 
leading the program, over 100 players have 
earned AAC All-Academic Team honors - in-
cluding 37 of 38 members of the 2022 club. 
Five players have earned CoSIDA Academ-
ic All-America honors since 2017 (Travis Wat-
kins/2016 first team, Charlie Yorgen/2016 
third team, Jake Agnos/2019 first team, Alec 
Burleson/2019 third team and 2020 first team 
and Matt Bridges/2021 third team). Burleson 
became the third player in program history to 
be named a two-time Academic All-America se-
lection joining Godwin (1999, 2001) and Sam 
Narron (2001-02). In back-to-back years, ECU 
Baseball has also had a student-athlete pre-
sented with the Male Scholar-Athlete-of-the-
Year Award by the American Athletic Confer-
ence. Agnos was the first student-athlete in 
school history to win the award in 2019, fol-
lowed by Burleson in 2020.

ECU Repeats As 
American Champion
Following its seventh full year as a member of 

the American Athletic Conference (no games 
played in 2020 due to COVID-19 pandemic), 
Godwin and his staff led ECU to an unprece-
dented third-straight regular season title after 
posting a 20-4 record and winning the con-
ference tournament. The Pirates, who set the 
league record with 20 wins in 2019 and tied 
that mark in 2021, captured seven weekend se-
ries which included a quintet of sweeps over 
UCF, Cincinnati, Memphis, South Florida and 
Houston. ECU wrapped up the league’s regular 

season crown with a 6-3 win over South Flori-
da in the series finale May 15.

Spivey And Godwin 
Headline AAC Awards
Godwin was named the American Athlet-

ic Conference Coach of the Year for the fourth 
time in his career, guiding ECU to its third con-
secutive 20-win league season and a nation-
al best 14-game winning streak heading into 
the league tourney. Spivey became the first re-
lief pitcher to be named The American’s Pitch-
er of the Year after leading the league in ERA 
(2.31). The right-hander posted a 6-0 record 
with five saves while striking out 64 just to 16 
walks in 62.1 innings over 29 appearances. In 
conference action, he was 5-0 with a 1.91 ERA. 
Spivey is the third Pirate in a row to be named 
Pitcher of the Year (Jake Agnos in 2019, Gavin 
Williams in 2021).

10 Pirates Selected 
All-Conference
A program-record 10 ECU players earned 

All-American Athletic Conference nods in 
2022. A quartet of Pirates in Zach Agnos 
(SS), Ryder Giles (UTIL), Lane Hoover (OF) 
and Carter Spivey (RP) garnered first-team 
honors while Cam Clonch (DH), Alex Ma-
karewicz (3B), C.J. Mayhue (P), Garrett Say-
lor (P), Jacob Starling (2B) and Bryson Wor-
rell (OF) picked up second-team recognition. 
With the four first-team picks, the Pirates have 
had at least one player named to a first team 
18-straight years (2004-present, none in 2020 
due to COVID-19 pandemic). Since joining The 
American in 2015, ECU has had 22 different 
first-teamers in Reid Love (2015), Luke Lowery 
(2015), Evan Kruczynski (2016), Dwanya Wil-
liams-Sutton (2016), Eric Tyler (2017), Travis 
Watkins (2017), Charlie Yorgen (2017), Spencer 

Brickhouse (2018-19), Chris Holba (2018), 
Brady Lloyd (2018), Bryant Packard (2018-19), 
Josh Moylan (2021), Connor Norby (2021), 
Gavin Williams (2021), Agnos (2022), Giles 
(2022), Hoover (2022) and Spivey (2022). Wil-
liams became the sixth unanimous pick over-
all joining Love (2015), Yorgen (2017), Holba 
(2018) and Packard (2018-19).

Agnos Represents Team USA
Sophomore Zach Agnos became the fifth Pi-

rate in the last five years (Jake Agnos/’18, Bry-
ant Packard/’18, Alec Burleson/’19 and Carson 
Whisenhunt/’22) to play for the USA Collegiate 
National Team (CNT), earning a spot on the 
roster during the summer of 2022. The two-
way specialist saw action in three contests at 
Honkbalweek Haarlem, where Team USA fin-
ished third. Agnos made two relief appearanc-
es on the mound, striking out two and allow-
ing one hit in 1.1 total innings of work. He also 
made a pinch-hit appearance in the semifinals 
against Curaçao. 

Pair Of Pirates Selected 
In MLB Draft
ECU has had at least one player selected in the 

Major League Baseball First-Year Player Draft in 
24 of the last 25 seasons when Zach Agnos and 
Carson Whisenhunt heard their names called 
during the weekly event. Whisenhunt was cho-
sen in the second round (No. 66 overall) by the 
San Francisco Giants. Agnos followed when he 
was picked by the Colorado Rockies in the 10th 
round (No. 296 overall). C.J. Mayhue signed a 
free agent contract with the Los Angeles An-
gels while Bryson Worrell agreed to terms with 
the Atlanta Braves once the draft was complet-
ed. Under Godwin’s direction, the Pirates have 
had 20 players drafted by Major League teams 
since he stepped on campus in 2015.
