Old Dominion currently sponsors 17 sports, including men’s and women’s basketball, golf, soccer, sailing, swimming, and tennis. Men’s-only sports include
baseball and football. Women’s-only sports include field hockey, lacrosse, and rowing.

The Monarchs are an official member of the Sun Belt Conference, while also serving as affiliate members to the Big East (field hockey), American Athletic
Conference (women’s lacrosse, rowing), and CCSA (men’s swimming).

ODU Athletics owns a rich winning tradition that includes 28 team national championships and four individual national titles. The ODU women’s basketball
program is responsible for three of those national titles, including the 1979 and 1980 AIAW Championships and the 1985 NCAA Championship.

Old Dominion has particularly been trailblazers in women’s collegiate athletics, as ODU was the first school in the Commonwealth of Virginia to initiate scholarship
offers for women, doing so in August of 1974. The women’s basketball and field hockey programs are the most notable amongst ODU’s female programs, as
the two programs have combined for 12 national titles.

Not only do the Monarch athletic teams shine, but so do the facilities that they call home. With recent renovations across several facilities and the construction
of the Mitchum Basketball Performance Center, Old Dominion boasts some of the top athletic facilities among Power-5 schools.

The L.R. Hill Sports Complex, the home of the ODU football, lacrosse and field hockey programs, has hosted several NCAA and conference field hockey
championships, including the 2016 NCAA Field Hockey Championship. The ODU Soccer Complex has hosted the Conference USA Tournament in two of the
past four seasons and the Folkes-Stevens Tennis Center has also played host to conference tournaments, as well as several ITA events.

Old Dominion University heralds itself as being a diverse community and the ODU Athletics program follows directly in that path. Across all sports, there are
over 50 international student-athletes, representing 30 different nationalities.

In addition, the Old Dominion University Sports Hall of Fame was established to honor outstanding achievements by former student athletes and outstanding
contributions by coaches and athletic administrators, while at ODU. The Hall is to exist for the purpose of honoring those individuals and recognizing the
importance of their achievements and contributions to the overall enhancement of the reputation of Old Dominion University.

Dr. Camden Wood Selig is in his 14th year as Director of Athletics at Old Dominion University, where his
“Championship Effort” philosophy has helped guide the department as one of the most respected and
successful intercollegiate programs in the nation. Of the 133 FBS Athletic Directors, Selig is the 13th lon-
gest FBS tenured in the country. He is in his 25th year as a Division | AD.

During his tenure, Selig has directed the University’s move through two FBS conferences and has Old
Dominion positioned strongly in the Sun Belt Conference. He has overseen the transition of a startup FCS
football program to the FBS level, led major athletic facility expansion and enhancement for virtually all 18
programs, and added women'’s volleyball in 2019.

One needs only to visit the ODU campus to see Selig’s contributions to the growth and improvement of
Monarch athletic venues with well over $100 million invested in Intercollegiate athletic facilities since his
arrival. Projects completed and initiated under Selig include:

+ODU opened the $67.5 million Kornblau Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium on Saturday, August 31, 2019
against Norfolk State. The stadium rebuilding was completed in nine months.

+ A $20 million baseball renovation began in the fall of 2022. The new stadium, which should be complete
for the 2026 season, will be called the Ellmer Family Baseball Complex.

*The Bernett & Blanche Mitchum Basketball Performance Center, a privately funded $8.4 million state-
of-the-art facility, is complete and is the new training center for the ODU men’s and women’s basketball
teams.

+The $3.5 million repurposing of the arena in the Jim Jarrett Athletic building is now the brand-new 900
seat home of the ODU women'’s volleyball program.

A $3.5 million expansion of L.R. Hill support facility for football, women’s field hockey, and women’s
lacrosse, including a new state-of-the-art weight room.

*The addition of a $2.3 million video replay scoreboard, LED ribbon panels, and digital tables at Chartway Arena.

The $600,000 Paul A. Keyes Indoor Hitting Complex, which opened in the fall of 2014.

As collegiate athletic costs continue to rise, Selig has placed a premium on increasing privately generated revenue. Since his arrival in 2010:
-Total ODAF philanthropic gifts for athletics have surpassed $140 million.

Corporate sponsorship revenue has surpassed $33 million.

+Staff giving to the Old Dominion Athletic Foundation (ODAF) has remained at 100% for thirteen consecutive years.

And, in ODU's first year in the Sun Belt Conference, they led in attendance for men’s and women’s basketball and set a single-season ODU
record for football.

One of the most dramatic and gratifying accomplishments for Selig has been the academic success of the 18 teams. Highlights from 2022-
23 include:

*An ODU record 197 student athletes (49%) earned Dean’s List honors with a 3.4 or higher GPA.

*An ODU record 3.26 cumulative GPA for all 475 student-athletes.

+At least a 3.0 GPA recorded by 71% of student-athletes.

+A 3.0 GPA or higher for 16 of 18 teams.

Monarch teams have performed well on the playing fields under Selig, highlighted by:

+Fifteen Conference Championships since 2010, including back-to-back championships for women’s soccer and three straight conference
championships for women'’s tennis.

*ODU’s three Sun Belt Conference Championships in 2022-23 were the second most in the league and the most of the four new arrivals
(ODU, James Madison, Marshall, Southern Miss).

In Selig’s tenure there have also been numerous firsts and achievements that haven’t been accomplished in many years, including:
+Linebacker Jason Henderson in 2022 became the first ODU football player to earn All-America honors at the FBS level.

+In 2016, ODU participated in its first bowl game in the Bahamas. In 2021, went to its 2nd bowl game in Myrtle Beach.

*Women'’s soccer won its first C-USA Championship in 2022 and first conference championship since 2006.

+In June 2022, baseball first baseman Matt Coutney was named C-USA Player of the Year and honored on four All-American teams. Addition-
ally, he earned CoSIDA Academic All-American honors becoming the first baseball player in 17 years to be named an Academic All-Ameri-
can.

«In May 2021, the women'’s tennis team won the Conference USA Championship for the first time, its first conference championship since
2001. They have since won three-straight conference championships and have won an NCAA first round Tournament match three-straight
years, including wins over Arkansas and South Carolina, and has advanced to the final 32 each of the last three seasons.

*Over the 2021 and 2022 baseball seasons, ODU was one of just 11 schools in the country and the only school in Virginia to have back to
back 40+ win seasons.

*ODU baseball has the 17th best winning percentage in the country since 2021.

*The baseball team won its first C-USA Championship, earned a No. 1 seed at the NCAA Regionals and received its highest final ranking in
July 2021 of No. 16 in the Top-25 poll.

‘Nineteen baseball players have been drafted under current head coach Chris Finwood, who Selig hired in 2010.

Hampton Roads Community outreach and support has been a staple under Selig’s leadership:

*Selig spearheaded the return of the annual Khedive Shriners’ Oyster Bowl game to Foreman Field at S.B. Ballard Stadium in 2011 and
helped raise over $250,000 for the Shriners’ Children’s Burn Hospital since that time.

*In 2022-23, ODU student-athletes were ranked #9 in the country with 5,321 total community service hours in the NCAA TeamWorks Chal-
lenge for all Division 1 schools.

Selig spent 11 years directing the Western Kentucky University Hilltopper athletic program, which won 70 Sun Belt Conference Champion-
ships from 2000-2010 and a national record 19 crowns in two seasons, 2008-2010. He also led WKU from FCS to FBS and is the only AD in
the country to lead two institutions in this transition.

Prior to his stint at WKU, Selig served as the Senior Associate Athletic Director at the University of Virginia from 1988-1999, overseeing exter-
nal operations his last five years. He began his athletic career as the Director of Ticketing at VCU, where he served from 1985-1988, finishing
his stint as Assistant to the Athletic director.

Selig was a four-year member (2006-2010) of the NCAA Women'’s Basketball Committee and served as Chair of the Final Four site selection
committee. He served as Chair for both the Sun Belt Conference Athletic Directors and the Men’s Basketball Committees during his tenure
at WKU. He has served on the prestigious Division | Championships/Sports Management Cabinet representing the CAA and is currently on
the Elizabeth River Trail Board of Directors and serves on the executive committee for the Norfolk Forum and was recently named the groups
secretary. He is a two-time winner of the Tom Fergusson Metropolitan Person of the Year award by the Norfolk Sports Club (2014, 2023),
symbolic of his impact on the region’s sports profile.

Selig was born in Chapel Hill, North Carolina, and raised in Norfolk, Virginia, where he attended Norfolk Collegiate School. He holds a
bachelor’s degree in psychology from Washington and Lee University, a master’s degree in sports administration from Ohio University and
a doctorate in educational leadership from the University of Virginia, with a minor in business from the UVA Darden School of Business. His
dissertation “The Study of Donor Predictability Among Alumni Athletes”, won the 2002 CASE Outstanding Doctoral Dissertation.

Selig and his wife Ellen of Annapolis, MD, have three children, Lex, 26, Nick, 24 and Julianna, 19.

Located in southeastern Virginia, Norfolk is a city of approximately 247,000 residents and is the second biggest city in the state, behind neighboring Virginia
Beach. Norfolk is the heart and center of the Hampton Roads community, which is comprised of seven cities located in the southeastern portion of the state
in the area of the mouth of the Chesapeake Bay. Hampton Roads includes Norfolk, Virginia Beach, Chesapeake, Portsmouth, Newport News, Hampton and
Suffolk. Hampton Roads is known for its large military presence, ice-free harbor, shipyards, coal piers, and miles of waterfront property and beaches, all of which
contribute to the diversity and stability of the region’s economy.

Norfolk is the cultural heart of the Hampton Roads region. In addition to its museums, Norfolk is the principal home for several major performing arts companies.
Norfolk also plays host to numerous yearly festivals and parades, mostly at Town Point Park in downtown. The Chrysler Museum of Art, located in the Ghent
district, is the region’s foremost art museum and is considered by The New York Times to be the finest in the state. Nauticus, the National Maritime Center,
opened on the downtown waterfront in 1994. It features hands-on exhibits, interactive theaters, aquaria, digital high-definition films and an extensive variety of
educational programs. The city is also known for its “Mermaids on Parade,” a public art program launched in 2002 to place mermaid statues all over the city.
Tourists can take a walking tour of downtown and locate 17 mermaids while others can be found further afield.

Norfolk serves as home to the two highest level professional franchises in the state of Virginia — the Norfolk Tides plays Triple-A baseball in the International
League, and the Norfolk Admirals play ice hockey in the ECHL. Norfolk has two universities with Division | sports teams — the Old Dominion Monarchs and the
Norfolk State University Spartans, which provide many sports including football, basketball, and baseball.

Due to its pristine location in southeastern coastal Virginia, Norfolk is located within a few hours of the Outer Banks of North Carolina, Baltimore, Washington,
D.C., Raleigh, Richmond and Ocean City, Maryland. Norfolk is linked with its neighbors through an extensive network of arterial and Interstate highways,
bridges, tunnels, and bridge-tunnel complexes.

QUICK FACTS ABOUT NORFOLK

- Norfolk is a city of some 247,000 residents and encompasses 66 square miles. It has seven miles of Chesapeake Bay beachfront and a total of 144 miles of
shoreline along our lakes, rivers, and the Bay. Much of this land is located in residential neighborhoods.

- Norfolk is home to the world’s largest naval base and the North American Headquarters for NATO (North Atlantic Treaty Organization).

- USA Today called Norfolk one of the Top 10 booming downtowns, recognizing a decades-long housing, retail and financial boom in Norfolk.

- Norfolk International Terminal has completed a 300-acre expansion, making it the largest inter-model center in the U.S.

- Norfolk is home of the USS Wisconsin battleship and a vibrant harbor. Ocean-going cruise vessels of up to 3,000 passengers regularly stop at the Half Moone
Cruise & Celebration Center downtown.

- Norfolk is home to the Virginia Opera, the Virginia Stage Company, the Virginia Symphony, the Virginia Arts Festival, Chrysler Hall, Chrysler Museum of Art, the
General Douglas MacArthur Memorial, and Nauticus, the National Maritime Center.

- Norfolk has been recognized as a Tree City and its neighborhoods have extensive trees and flowers. It is home to the Norfolk Botanical Garden.

- Old Dominion University, Norfolk State University and a new downtown campus of Tidewater Community College are located in Norfolk and Virginia Wesleyan
University is located on the border between Norfolk and Virginia Beach.

- Eastern Virginia Medical School and its four internationally recognized research institutes are located in Norfolk, as is Sentara Health System, DePaul Medical
Center-Bon Secours and Virginia’s only free-standing, full-service pediatric hospital, Children’s Hospital of the King’s Daughters.

The Sun Belt Conference (SBC) has established itself as a leader among intercollegiate athletics leagues since its move to the
Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) in 2001.

Founded in 1976, the Sun Belt now features 14 dynamic member institutions across 10 contiguous states. The Sun Belt boasts
broad-based excellence across its 20 sponsored sports, in the classroom and in the communities across the league’s footprint.

In the College Football Playoff era (since 2014), the Sun Belt paces the FBS with a .614 bowl winning percentage.

The 2022 campaign—the conference’s first as a 14-team football league—was a banner year for the Sun Belt, which defeated
four autonomy five programs, hosted ESPN’s College GameDay for the second time in conference history and produced a
conference-record seven Bowl Season participants—tied for the most among non-autonomy conferences and trailing only the
SEC, ACC, Big Ten and Big 12.

«  Since 2020, just 10 FBS programs have won more than 75 percent of their games. The Sun Belt is tied with the SEC, Big
Ten and Big 12 with two teams on that list— Coastal Carolina (31-7, .816) and Louisiana (29-9, .763).

«  The Sun Belt has had multiple 10-win teams for five-straight seasons.

+ The Sun Belt has had a team listed in the final College Football Playoff rankings for four-straight seasons.

« The Sun Belt boasted a 53 percent increase in All-American honors in 2022, with 26 student-athletes combining to earn 53
All-America honors.

« The Sun Belt was home to the last two unbeaten teams from a non-autonomy conference, the last one-loss team from a
non-autonomy conference and 1-of-2 two-loss teams from a non-autonomy conference in 2022.

« The Sun Belt had the long conference championship game to feature a pair of teams with two-or-fewer losses in 2022 and
won the lone bowl game to feature a pair of conference champions.

« The Sun Belt has had at least one selection in 15 consecutive NFL Drafts and has claimed multiple picks in 20-o0f-22 since
it began sponsoring football in 2001. Three of the Sun Belt’s five highest NFL Draft totals have come over the past four
seasons with seven selections in 2020, six picks in 2022 and a conference-record nine draftees in 2023.

The Sun Belt’s success extends far beyond the football field and into a number of team and individual successes in each of its
sports:

«  The Sun Belt was a multi-bid league in men’s soccer, men’s golf, softball and baseball in 2022.

« Two Sun Belt men’s soccer teams reached the Sweet Sixteen, one softball team reached NCAA Super Regionals and one
baseball team reached NCAA Super Regionals in 2022.

« The Sun Belt was 1-of-5 conferences—joining the ACC, Big 12, Pac-12 and SEC—to produce a Super Regional team in
both baseball and softball in 2022.

The Sun Belt Conference is showcased nationwide through a media rights partnership with ESPN that runs through the 2030-31
academic year. The Sun Belt enjoyed a viewership of 25 million during the 2022 football season. For the 12th consecutive year
in 2022, every Sun Belt home football game will appear on an ESPN platform or another linear network.

The Sun Belt Conference has transitioned to a neutral-site model for many of its championship events to provide an enhanced
experience for student-athletes and fans. Pensacola, Fla., will serve as home for the Sun Belt Men’s and Women'’s Basketball
Championships through the 2024-25 season. Cross country (Foley, Ala.), women’s soccer (Foley, Ala.), volleyball (Foley, Ala.),
men’s tennis (Rome, Ga.), women’s tennis (Rome, Ga,) and baseball (Montgomery, Ala.) have also established long-term
agreements.

As part of the Sun Belt's commitment to racial justice, the conference launched BE THE CHANGE during the summer of
2020 - focusing attention on American civil rights, promoting civic engagement, and creating dialogue with law enforcement.
The conference also established and encouraged its teams and fans to visit the Sun Belt Conference Civil Rights Trail, which
highlights historic sites and landmarks found within the league’s geographic footprint.

The Sun Belt supports more than 6,700 student-athletes in sponsoring 20 NCAA sports.

The Sun Belt’s 14 member institutions are App State, Arkansas State, Coastal Carolina, Georgia Southern, Georgia State, James
Madison, Louisiana, ULM, Marshall, Old Dominion, South Alabama, Southern Miss, Texas State and Troy.
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The Chartway Arena, an 8,600 seat facility, is the home for the Old Dominion University basketball programs.

Building Location
Hampton Boulevard, across from the Batten Arts and Letters Building. The Center is the cornerstone for a 67-acre University Village that features shopping
centers, restaurants, a variety of retail shops, research labs and residents.

Number of Seats

The center has 8,600 fixed seats, including a super box with mini-suite for entertaining 40 to 50 guests and club level priority seating. In addition, there are 16
suites with 12 seats each, a group box on the private concourse level and 85 barrier free seats with 85 companion seats in the facility. When seating is added
on the floor, capacity is about 10,000.

Building Size

The center has 215,000 gross square-feet and consists of four parts- the seating bowl, multiple spaces for support functions for patrons, “back of the house”
spaces to support center operations and a 10,000 square foot area of multi-purpose rooms that can be used for conferences, meetings, pre-and post activity
gatherings, etc.

Flexibility
The bowl has been designed to allow ‘downsizing’ for a variety of University events ranging in size from 1,500 to 2,000 attendees and up. Retractable seating
allows for events such as concerts, lectures and commencements.

Technology

The Chartway Arena is alive with a new center-hung HD video scoreboard, LED ribbon displays and digital signage, and a newly branded 4400 Club premium
seating area, all designed to provide entertaining game experiences for Monarch fans. Highlighting the video package are four main video displays, four center-
hung corner displays, a lower center-hung ring display, two end wall ribbon displays, two side wall ribbon displays, four vomitory displays, 16 scorer’s tables
and a three-sided outside marquee. Old Dominion University is committed to providing state-of-the-art facilities for student athletes that support dual goals
for academic and athletic success.

Sa MITCHUM PERFORMANCE CENTER

Part of the long-term campus master plan, the new Bernett and Blanche Mitchum Basketball Performance Center, informally known as “The Mitch,”
reflects this shared focus and prepares both the men’s and women'’s Division | NCAA basketball programs for a bright future.

The Mitch is a $8.5 million dollar state-of-the-art practice facility for both the ODU men’s and women’s basketball programs. The 24,000-square foot
performance center opened in the Spring of 2017 and now currently serves as the home facility for the Monarch basketball players and coaches with
locker rooms, offices and much more.

It puts ODU at the “top of the food chain” of facilities in Conference USA, AD Wood Selig said. “It screams commitment,” Selig said during the dedication for
the facility in May of 2017.

Standing at the corner of 43rd Street and Monarch Way, The Mitch is adjacent to the Chartway Arena, providing players and coaches
easy, walkable access between their practice facility and their home on gameday.

Located on a small site next to Chartway Arena, the desired programming called for the design team to reimagine how these spaces could work together,
ultimately delivering a remarkably comprehensive facility despite the tiny footprint. The Mitch features a dedicated strength and conditioning room, sports
medicine suite complete with hydrotherapy pools, hydration room, film room, men’s and women'’s players’ suites, office space, a main court with three
cross courts, and a shooting court. Notably, the facility allots the exact same number of square feet to both the men’s and women’s programs, reflecting
ODU’s emphasis on equality.
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The facility’s exterior aligns with its surrounding context, with materiality reflective of Chartway, while the Monarch Way fagade is reminiscent of the mixed-use
storefronts of University Village. The use of glazing supports goals for transparency on the interior of the facility, bringing natural light into the corridor
and coaches’ office suites.

On the interior, the coaches’ offices provide direct visual connection to the practice court, promoting a collaborative environment between coaching
staff and student athletes. The players’ suites offer both traditional locker room amenities as well as lounge space where players can bond over gaming
consoles or focus on academics.

The Basketball Performance Center advances ODU toward its goals to attract, retain, and support the highest level of academic and athletic talent. The
Clark Nexsen/AECOM team partnered on the building design, sharing a vision for an environment of transparency and collaboration. The Basketball
Performance Center is designed to LEED Silver certification.

$8.5 million state-of-the-art facility was completed in Spring of 2017.

DELISHA MILTON-JONES

FOURTH YEAR AT ODU | SIXTH YEAR OVERALL

DeLisha Milton-Jones, a 2022 Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame Inductee, a two-time Olympic gold medalist with
a decorated professional career in the WNBA and overseas and former head coach at Pepperdine University, was
announced as the new head coach of the Old Dominion women’s basketball program by Director of Athletics Dr.
Camden Wood Selig on April 17, 2020.

Milton-Jones was part of an eight-person class that was inducted into the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame on June
11, 2022 in Knoxville, Tennessee. She became the second Monarch coach in the Hall of Fame joining Marianne
Stanley and joins former ODU standouts Inge Nissen, Nancy Lieberman, Ticha Penicheiro and Anne Donovan.

Year three marked ODU’s return to the Sun Belt Conference as the Monarchs went 22-12 overall and 12-6 in
conference play in 2022-23. The team reached the semifinals of the 2023 Sun Belt Championship tournament as the
No. 5 seed, falling to eventual champion and top seed James Madison, 70-64. Amari Young represented ODU on the
All-Sun Belt Second Team as well as on the All-Tournament Team. The Monarchs put together a six-game win streak
in non-conference action and another six-game run in conference play, securing Sun Belt series sweeps of Georgia
Southern, Georgia State and Marshall. With a 13-2 (.867) record when playing at Chartway Arena, the Monarchs
owned the best home record in the league and landed on Collegelnsider.com’s Mid-Major Top 25 poll four times
during the season, ranking as high as No. 18 on December 20. Milton-Jones also earned her 50th win at ODU with
the team’s 73-70 win at Georgia State on January 21.

The offseason saw Milton-Jones add her seventh gold medal to her trophy case. An assistant coach with Team USA’s
U-19 squad, the team edged Spain 69-66 to win the FIBA U-19 Women’s Basketball World Cup on July 23 in Madrid.
Additionally, Brenda Fontana made her debut with Argentina’s senior team as she represented her home country in
the FIBA AmeriCup tournament, held in Leén, Mexico.

In her second season, the Monarchs finished with a 24-10 overall record and a Conference USA ledger of 12-6 in
2021-22. ODU opened by splitting its first four games with a pair of wins at home, including a Power 5 win over SEC
member Auburn. The Monarchs then closed out 2021 with eight straight wins that saw them register another Power 5
win by knocking off Texas Tech in the Van Chancellor Classic en route to winning its bracket there. That streak went
to nine to start 2022 as they opened conference play winning at UTSA. ODU also scored a road win over eventual
Conference USA Champion Charlotte in late January.

The Monarchs did close their C-USA tenure with a feat only accomplished by the first team in the C-USA as Iggy Allen
and Ajah Wayne earned First Team All-C-USA honors. The last time that was done was in 2013-14, the first year
the Monarchs were members. Allen was also a First Team All-VaSID choice as ODU ended its season in the second
round of the WNIT after scoring a road win at Towson.

Milton-Jones guided the Monarchs to a 13-11 overall mark and a Conference USA Tournament Semifinals appearance
in 2020-21. She notched her first win on the Monarchs’ bench on Dec. 3 with a 70-47 result over William & Mary in
ODU’s home opener. Just three days later, she picked up another win over an in-state opponent — beating eventual
Atlantic 10 champion VCU 81-76 in overtime. The Monarchs closed out the regular season with four wins in their last
five games, including a 74-57 triumph on the road at C-USA Champions Middle Tennessee. Milton-Jones’ Monarchs
carried that momentum with them to Frisco, Texas for the C-USA Tournament. ODU won three games in as many
days, including a pair of overtime victories, to reach the semifinals as the No. 6 seed out of the east. ODU took Rice,
the west’s top seed, to the brink before eventually falling 62-60. In all, the Monarchs were 7-2 in their final nine games.

Under the tutelage of Milton-Jones, three Monarchs earned significant accolades in 2020-21. Victoria Morris and
Amari Young both placed on the all-conference second team. Young was also on the C-USA All-Defensive Team and
the VaSID All-State Second Team. Wayne played her way on to the C-USA All-Tournament Team and the all-state
second team. ODU also found success in the classroom in 2020-21 with nine players featured on the Conference
USA Commissioner’s Honor Roll.

Milton-Jones has excelled at every stop of her basketball career. She started her college coaching career as an
assistant at Pepperdine in 2016-17. After one season, she moved into the head coaching role and led the program
to unprecedented success. In the 2017-18 season, she guided Pepperdine to 10 wins, the most at the Malibu school
since 2012. In her second year, the Waves finished 22-10, winning 12 more games than the previous year in one of
the best turnarounds in the country. The Waves’ 22 victories in 2018-19 also marked the program’s most since 2002.
Pepperdine earned a WNIT bid for the program’s first postseason tournament appearance, and then advanced to the
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Sweet 16 with wins over St. Mary’s and Cal Baptist.

She left Pepperdine for the assistant coaching role at Syracuse following the 2019 WNIT run. Milton-Jones joined the
staff of veteran head coach Quentin Hillsman. With Milton-Jones on the bench, the Orange put together a 16-15 mark,
highlighted by wins over No. 5 Louisville and No. 8 Florida State.

Milton-Jones is the eighth head coach in ODU’s storied women’s basketball history, replacing Nikki McCray-Penson,
who left to become the head coach at Mississippi State. Milton-Jones and McCray were both members of the USA
team that won the gold medal in the 2000 Olympics.

Milton-Jones’s coaching career followed a long and successful professional and international basketball career.
Drafted fourth in the 1999 WNBA draft, she played 17 years in the league, retiring from the WNBA in 2016 after setting
the record for most games played in league history with 499, which was later broken by WNBA great Sue Bird. She
helped lead the Los Angeles Sparks to back-to-back WNBA Championships in 2001 and 2002. She was selected
to the WNBA All-Star team in 2000 and 2007 and represented the U.S. Olympic Team in The Game at Radio City in
2004, an exhibition between the U.S. Olympic Team and a roster of WNBA stars that took the place of a traditional all-
star game. In all, Milton-Jones played for Atlanta, New York, Washington and San Antonio, in addition to Los Angeles.
Her 5,571 career points rank 16th in WNBA history. She also made stops in Spain, Italy, Turkey, South Korea, the
Czech Republic and Russia to play professionally.

On the international stage, Milton-Jones helped the United States win Olympic gold medals in 2000 and 2008. In the
latter, she was coached by former ODU legend, Anne Donovan. She missed the 2004 Olympics with an injury. While
playing for the national team, Milton-Jones also helped Team USA win FIBA Championships in 1998 and 2002.

Milton-Jones’s first venture into coaching came when she was named interim coach of the Los Angeles Stars midway
through the 2005 American Basketball Association. She became just the second woman to coach a men’s professional
basketball team.

Milton-Jones, who played for four years for Carol Ross at Florida, had one of the most remarkable college careers
at Florida, capped off her senior year when she was named the 1997 Wade Trophy Winner, the 1997 SEC Player of
the Year and a First Team All-American selection amongst other highly-touted accolades. She scored 1,858 points
during her career, helping the Gators to four straight NCAA tournament appearances. Ironically, her final collegiate
game was a 53-51 loss to Old Dominion in the 1997 NCAA Elite Eight. She was named to the Florida Gator Hall of
Fame in 2007.

Milton-Jones takes over a program with a storied history that has returned to the national spotlight in recent years. The
Monarchs’ 1,084 wins ranks top-10 in the NCAA all-time wins category. ODU also owns three national championships,
25 NCAA Tournament appearances, 17 conference championships and 55 All-Americans.

THIRD YEAR AT ODU

Shammond Williams, a standout performer at North Carolina with over a decade of professional
playing experience, joined DeLisha Milton-Jones’ staff as an assistant coach in the summer of
2021 and is now in his third year on the staff heading into the 2023-24 season. Williams has
previously served as an assistant coach for the men’s basketball programs at Furman, Tulane
and Western Kentucky.

In his second season at ODU, the Monarchs finished 22-12 overall and 12-6 in Sun Belt play as
the team reached the conference tournament semifinals. Collegelnsider.com included the teamin
it Mid-Major Top 25 poll four times throughout the season, and the Monarchs owned a 13-2 (.867)
record at home, the best home record in the SBC. Amari Young represented ODU on the All-Sun
Belt Second Team as well as on the All-Tournament Team.

The Monarchs reached the second round of the WNIT Tournament in his first season in Norfolk.
That 2021-22 squad secured wins over Power 5 opponents Auburn and Texas Tech as Iggy Allen
, and Ajah Wayne both earned First Team All-C-USA honors. William’s second season at ODU saw
/' the Monarch reach the semifinals of the Sun Belt Conference Championship after finishing 22-12
overall and 12-6 in conference play in 2022-23. Amari Young secured All-Conference Second
Team and All-Tournament Team nods as the Monarchs landed on the Collegelnsider.com Mid-
Major Top 25 poll four times. ODU also went 13-2 (.867) at Chartway Arena, marking the best

home record in the Sun Belt.

A four-year letterwinner at North Carolina, Williams played under legendary coaches Dean Smith and Bill Guthridge. While at Chapel Hill,
Williams made three Final Fours in 1995, 1997 and 1998. As a senior, Williams averaged 16.8 points and 4.2 assists while helping the Tar
Heels to a 34-4 mark. He posted career averages of 10.7 points and 3.0 assists per game over his collegiate career. He left the program owning
records for single-season free throw percentage (.911) and 3-pointers (95) and career records for made treys (233) and free throw accuracy
(.849).

Williams most recently served on Rick Stansbury’s staff at Western Kentucky during the 2016-17 season. That year, the Hilltoppers won 15
games and finished 9-9 in Conference USA.

Prior to that, Williams was a men’s basketball assistant at Tulane for three seasons. In 2013-14, Williams’ first year with the Green Wave,
Tulane won 17 games appeared in the CBI Tournament. The following year, Tulane won 15 games as a first-year member of the American
Athletic Conference.

Williams broke into the collegiate coaching ranks with Furman during the 2012-13 season. Additionally, he has served as a counselor at the
Nike Elite Youth Skill Academies.

The native of Greeneville, South Carolina enjoyed a 13-year professional playing career both in the NBA and abroad. He was selected in the
second round by the Chicago Bulls in the 1998 NBA Draft and played in 325 games for seven different NBA franchises (Los Angeles Lakers,
Denver Nuggets, Atlanta Hawks, Seattle SuperSonics, Boston Celtics, New Orleans Hornets and Orlando Magic).

Williams also played in Europe for seven seasons and helped FC Barcelona to the EuroLeague Final Four in 2006. Additionally, Williams
led Pamesa Valencia to consecutive ULEB EuroCup Elite 8 appearances in 2008 and 2009 and guided Montepaschi Siena to a 2010 Italian
Championship.

Williams is a naturalized citizen of the Republic of Georgia and has represented Georgia on the international stage. He was honored as the
most valuable player of the 2005 Euro Challenge All-Star Game.

He was a prep standout at Southside High School in Greenville and won the 1992 AA state title. In 1993, the Tigers won the Upper State
championship and finished as runners-up at the state tournament. Williams also spent one year at Fork Union Military Academy.

DANIELLE BELL

THIRD YEAR AT ODU

Danielle Bell joined DeLisha Milton-Jones’ staff in the summer of 2021 and enters her
third season as an assistant coach in 2023-24. A native of Virginia Beach, Bell spent
the previous three seasons at Gardner-Webb as an assistant coach and recruiting
coordinator.

Year two for Bell saw ODU go 22-12 overall and 12-6 in conference play in what marked
the Monarchs’ return to the Sun Belt. The team reached the Sun Belt Championship
Semifinals as Amari Young earned All-Conference Second Team and All-Tournament
Team honors. ODU also found itself ranked four times on Collegelnsider.com’s Mid-
Major Top 25 poll four times throughout the season.

Bell’s first season with the Monarchs saw the team finish 24-10 overall and 12-6 in
Conference USA as ODU reach the second round of the WNIT. This past season,
ODU reached the semifinals of the Sun Belt Conference Championship and land on
Collegelnsider.com’s Mid-Major Top 25 poll four times. The Monarchs went 22-12
overall and 12-6 in the Sun Belt in 2022-23 while posting the best home record in the
league at 13-2 (.867). Amari Young earned All-Sun Belt Second Team and Sun Belt

All-Tournament Team honors.

Bell helped coach Gardner-Webb to three-consecutive winning seasons in the Big South. In 2019-20 the Runnin’ Bulldogs posted
an 18-11 overall record, including a 13-7 conference mark. The year prior, GWU won 16 games. Bell played in instrumental part
in the recruiting efforts of the program while also coaching Carley Plentovich and Jhessyka Williams to All-Big South Conference
honors.

Prior to Gardner-Webb, Bell was on staff at Norfolk State for the 2016-17 and 2017-18 seasons. While with the Spartans, she
managed scheduling, recruiting, team academics, film exchange, game preparation and summer camps while also working with
NSU’s guards. Bell joined a team coming off a three-win season. In her first year, the Spartans finished .500. The following year,
Norfolk State posted an 18-11 record, the program’s first winning season in 16 years.

Before joining Norfolk State, Bell served as the director of operations at Richmond, her alma mater. In that capacity, she oversaw
managers and practice players, team uniforms and equipment and co-directed summer camps. Bell served as director of
operations at Auburn during the 2012-13 season.

Her coaching career began at Georgia, where Bell served as a graduate assistant for two seasons. She helped manage the
day-to-day functions of the program like practice, travel and official recruiting visits. She also assisted in the player development
of Georgia’s guards. With Bell on staff, the Bulldogs made consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances and reached the Sweet
16in 2011.

Bell was a four-year letterwinner and two-year starter at Richmond, playing from 2006-10. She scored 801 career points and left
the Spiders with the seventh-most 3-pointers in a career (133). Additionally, she helped lead Richmond to back-to-back 20-win
seasons and a pair of postseason appearances.

Alocal product, Bell played at Kellam High School in Virginia Beach and participated in the Boo Williams AAU Summer League.
She received a bachelor’s degree in business administration from Richmond in 2010 and master’s degrees in adult education
and sports management from Georgia in 2012.

FOURTH YEAR AT ODU

Roland Jones Jr. joined the staff of head coach DeLisha Milton-Jones in
September 2020 as the director of basketball operations and was elevated
to the position of assistant coach/recruiting coordinator a year later. He is
heading into his fourth year with the program in 2023-24.

A veteran in the game of basketball, Jones has experience both playing
and coaching. Before arriving in Norfolk, Jones spent two seasons as an
assistant coach at Etiwanda High School in California, a top-25 nationally
ranked program, where he worked primarily with the guards and post players.
In two seasons, Jones helped lead the California school to 53 wins. Prior to
that, Jones served as assistant coach on Milton-Jones’ staff at Pepperdine
. for the 2017-18 season. During his time with the Waves, Jones helped guide
| Pepperdine to 10 wins, the most at the Malibu school since 2012. Jones also
helped recruit and develop the following class, that won 22 games in 2018-19,
| the program’s most wins since 2002.

The Monarchs reached the semifinals of the 2023 Sun Belt Conference
Championship, finishing 22-12 overall and 12-6 in league play during the 2022-23 season. ODU landed on the
Collegelnsider.com Mid-Major Top 25 poll four times as the Monarchs owned the best home record in the Sun Belt
at 13-2 (.867). Amari Young represented ODU on the All-Sun Belt Second Team as well as on the All-Tournament
Team.

In 2021-22, the Monarchs finished 24-10 overall and 12-6 in Conference USA. The Monarchs recorded a pair of
Power 5 wins (Auburn and Texas Tech) and also defeated eventual C-USA Tournament champions Charlotte on the
road. lggy Allen and Ajah Wayne were named to the first team All-Conference USA team as the Monarchs advanced
to the second round of the WNIT.

Jones was on staff in 2020-21 as the Monarchs went 13-11 overall and reached the semifinals of the Conference
USA Tournament as the No. 6 seed. ODU was 7-2 in its final nine games of the season, and scored a road upset
over eventual C-USA Tournament champs Middle Tennessee. Victoria Morris and Amari Young both earned all-
conference second team nods, and Young and Ajah Wayne were named second team all-state by VaSID.

Before working with Pepperdine, Jones served as head coach and owner of the Nationwide All Stars, a semi-
professional organization. From 2013-16, as head coach Jones led his teams to second and third place finishes,
respectively in the Summer Pro League And1 International Championship in Dubai. In 2013, Jones earned the
summer league’s Coach of the Year honor. The year before, he was tabbed the West Coast Basketball Coach of
the Year.

Before stepping into coaching, Jones played both collegiately and professionally. Overseas, Jones played in over
nine countries, including Dominican Republic and Russia. Overall, Jones has played in the American Basketball
Association, Continental Basketball Association, Southwest Basketball League and International Basketball
Association during his career.

As a college player, Jones earned JUCO Honorable Mention All-American honors at Cochise and as a senior at
Central Methodist College earned All-Conference first team. While playing at CMC, he averaged 22.8 points, 3.4
boards, 3.6 assists and 2.0 steals per game. With CMC and the University of Arkansas Monticello, he earned
Newcomer of the Year accolades in both leagues.

COREY GREEN

THIRD YEAR AT ODU

Old Dominion University alumnus Corey Green joined the women’s
basketball program in August 2021 and is currently in his third season
as the Director of Basketball Operations.

Green has become an integral part of the ODU women’s basketball
team. In addition to his ongoing responsibilities, he has taken on new
roles, demonstrating his versatility and dedication. He now spearheads
the creation of analytical reports to enhance scouting efforts, providing
valuable insights for the team’s strategic planning. Moreover, Green
has embraced the role of Social Media Manager, leveraging his skills to
amplify the program’s presence and engage with the vibrant community
of ODU women’s basketball enthusiasts.

Prior to ODU, Green was on staff at Memphis for three seasons. He
. served as the women’s basketball video coordinator during the 2018-
19 season before being named the program’s director of operations in
September 2019. As video coordinator, Green was responsible for film exchange and video scouting
reports. His responsibilities as director of operations included team-related compliance, travel and meals.

Green came to Memphis following a two-year stint at Detroit, where he was a graduate assistant with
women’s basketball. While with the Titans, Green assisted in all aspects of the program from recruiting and
scouting to individual workouts with all position groups. His first year with the program saw the Titans win
18 games and reach the finals of the Horizon League Tournament.

Green served in a variety of roles during his first go around with the Monarchs. He began working with the
program prior to the 2013-14 season as a student manager and office assistant. He helped run basketball
camps and clinics, assisted in travel coordination and worked with the program’s post players. He served
as the interim video coordinator for the 2015-16 season.

Green graduated from Old Dominion in 2016 with a bachelor’s degree in sport management.
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Old Dominion returned to the Sun Belt Conference in 2022-23, finishing the season 22-12 overall and 12-6 in
conference play. The Monarchs secured the No. 5 seed for the conference championship, which was held at the
Pensacola Bay Center in Pensacola, Florida on February 28 through March 6. ODU started off its tournament run with
a 66-56 victory over No. 12 seed Georgia State, then eliminated No. 4 seed Troy 86-83 in the Quarterfinals. In the
Semifinals against a top-seeded James Madison squad, the Monarchs erased a 16-point deficit in the third quarter and
then closed an eight-point margin
to just two in the final minutes, but
came up short 70-64.

Amari  Young earned All-Sun
Belt Second Team honors after
finishing the regular season as
ODU’s leader in scoring and
rebounding with 11.5 points and
8.4 rebounds per game. The North
Augusta, South Carolina native
finished second in the league in
total rebounds with 245, was third
in the conference in rebounds per
game, fourth in steals (57), and fifth
in steals per game (1.97). Having
already eclipsed 1,000 career
points in 2021-22, she surpassed
1,500 in 2022-23 and also eclipsed
1,000 career rebounds.

Young was also named to the Sun
Belt All-Tournament Team after
leading the Monarchs with 48
points (16.0 ppg) and 23 rebounds
(7.7 rpg). She was voted the Sun Belt Player of the Week on December 13 and added VaSID Second Team All-State
honors after the season.

Following Young in scoring were Makayla Dickens (10.6 ppg), Kaye Clark (8.6 ppg) and Jordan McLaughlin (8.6
ppg). Dickens was the team’s top shooter from beyond the arc, making 69-0f-199 (.347) attempts. McLaughlin and
Clark combined for 214 assists, and Clark finished 17th in the nation with 85 steals and 34th with 2.50 steals per
game. As a team, the Monarchs combined to shoot .393 from the field, .296 from the perimeter, and .630 at the free-
throw line. ODU finished the season with a +3.7 scoring margin and a +2.1 rebounding margin. The team was second
in the Sun Belt in steals per game (9.7), turnover margin (3.68) and turnovers forced per game (19.62).

The Monarchs posted the best home record in the league at 13-2 and won their first nine games on their home
court. ODU also landed on Collegelnsider.com’s Mid-Major Top 25 Poll four times throughout the season. A six-game
winning streak saw the team ranked 19th on December 13. ODU then moved up a spot to No. 18 on December 22
before falling to No. 23 the following week on December 28. The team went unranked for a couple of weeks after
that, but returned to the Mid-Major Top 25 on January 18 with a No. 22 ranking. The season’s final NET rankings had
the Monarchs listed at No. 152.

Old Dominion had several games that came down to the wire last season. On January 12 at Georgia Southern,
McLaughlin scored with four seconds left in overtime to lift the Monarchs to an 84-82 win over the Eagles. On
January 21 at Georgia State, ODU trailed 42-35 at halftime but used a 27-point third quarter to come away with the
road victory, 73-70. The win marked the 50th for head coach DeLisha Milton-dones in her time at ODU. During the
final week of the regular season, a career-high 21-point performance from McLaughlin keyed a 66-63 win at Marshall.

The Old Dominion women’s basketball team takes pride in helping the community and sharing experiences with fans of all ages. From visiting children at CHKD
to running clothing and shoe drives, the Monarchs strive to improve the ODU community and its surrounding area.

Around campus, the ODU women’s basketball squad is consistently one of the most visible organizations on campus and can commonly be found supporting
their fellow student-athletes at their respective sporting events, helping out on move-in days, instructing and inspiring at various clinics and camps, making it out
to several meet and greets with various organizations and much more. The Monarchs are also present throughout many area elementary schools, visiting and
talking to classes throughout the year. The Monarchs have engaged with James Monroe Elementary, Larchmont Elementary, the Achievable Dream Academy,
Williams Middle School and many more.

In 2011, the progam began what has become a household tradition for ODU Athletics, the Annual Education Day Game. Bringing in students from a majority
of the Norfolk Public Elementary Schools, the game has become a consistent sellout over the years and, in 2016-17, the game broke the Ted Constant Center
attendance record for basketball with a crowd of 8,563. This year, the Monarchs are expanding on the Education Day idea, and will now have a second Education
Day Game. This contest will bring in students from local schools outside of Norfolk.

Another annual tradition is the the Survivor’s Walk at Susan G. Komen Tidewater Race for the Cure in Virginia Beach, Virginia. Usually in the month of October,
the women'’s basketball team leads the walk features of thousands of participants and hundreds of survivors. Making the event even more special is that Coach
McCray is a cancer survivor. Up to 75 percent of the funds raised at the Race remain in Tidewater to provide breast health research, diagnostics, screening,
treatment, services and education for uninsured or underinsured women. The remaining 25 percent funds national research.

NANCY LIEBERMAN
(1976-80)

BIO: Lieberman helped lead the Lady Monarchs to an astounding 72-2 record during
their back-to-back championship seasons. Lieberman led the Lady Monarchs in assists
four straight years, with her best coming in 1977-78 at 8.9. She averaged 20.9 points
in 1976-77 and 8.8 steals in 1979-80. She also led the team in free throw percentage
in 1976-77 and 1977-78. Her single game assist high was 19 against Radford in 1977.
In 1977-78 she performed a triple-double against crosstown rival Norfolk State with 40
points, 15 rebounds and 11 assists.

Lieberman was the first two-time winner of the Wade Trophy (1978-79 and 1979-80).
Those same two seasons, Old Dominion captured the AIAW National Championship.

For her efforts and dedication to the game, Lieberman was inducted into the Basketball
Hall of Fame in 1996, and the Women”s Basketball Hall of Fame in 1999. She and teammate Anne Donovan
are a select group of 11 women in the Hall. Lieberman is also a member of the Virginia Sports Hall of Fame.

In 1980 Lieberman was chosen as the top pick by the Dallas Diamonds of the WBL. In 1986 she became

the first women ever to play in a men”s professional league. She played for Springfield in the USBL, then

with the Washington Generals. In 1996 she played for Phoenix in the WNBA. She later served as coach and

general manager of the WNBA”s Detroit Shock club for three years. On July 24, 2008, Lieberman signed a

seven-day contract with the Detroit Shock[30], breaking her previous record as the oldest player in league

gistory, at 50 years old. She played one game and had two assists and two turnovers against the Houston
omets.

On August 13, 2008, she was part of the inaugural class to be inducted into the Hampton Roads Sports Hall
of Fame, honoring athletes, coaches and administrators who made contributions to sports in Southeastern
Virginia.

ANNE DONOVAN  BIO: Anne Donovan graced the sport of women’s basketball at Old Dominion Universit
(1979-83) from 1979 to 1983, helping to lead the Lady Monarchs to a national championship in 1980
and two more “Final Four”appearances during her four years.

In 2008, as the USA Olympic Head Coach, Donovan led the squad to gold medal, making
her the first player turnéd head coach to win gold as both.

A native of Ridgewood, New Jersey, Anne was one of the most highly recruited high school
players in the nation. A graduate of Paramus Catholic, the 6-8 center earned Parade Play-
er-of-the-Year honors in 1979 before signing with ODU. As the tallest player in the women’s
game, Anne quickly made her presenceé known both on and off the court.” She was recog-
nized by V|rtpall¥<every post season and All-American squad in the nation during her ODU
career, earning Kodak All-American honors for three years and Academic All-American
~— honors for two straight seasons. Her honors culminated in 1983 with her naming as the
Naismith Trophy winner as the national Player-of-the-Year as selected by coaches and awarded an NCAA
post-gfra_duate scholarship for her academic achievements. Anne completed her four years at ODU with a 3.5
cumulative average in her major of leisure studies and became the all-time leading scorer and rebounder in
ODU history with 2,719 points and 1,976 rebounds. she is still the NCAA'’s all-time shot blocker with 801.

As an ambassador for her sport, Anne achieved international notoriety as a member of the gold medal United
States basketball team in the 1984 Olympics and she continued to play with the national team through the
1988 Summer Games in Seoul, South Korea.

Anne returned to her alma mater in 1987 as a part-time assistant basketball coach, following five years of

competition in Japan. She was later elevated to full time assistant and remained at Old Dominion until 1997.
Donovan was also a head coach at East Carolina University, where she guide the Lady Pirates to the 1997 ¥
CAA finals, the Philadelphia Rage of the ABL, interim head coach with the Indiana Fever of the WNBA and in &
2001 became the head coach of the Charlotte Sting of the WNBA.

In 2001, she led the Sting to the WNBA finals and in 2002 won the WNBA Eastern Conference. In 2003, Don- [
ovan moved west to Seattle as its head coach, leading the Storm to the WNBA title in 2004. :

Calling upon a coach who has been entrenched in USA Basketball for nearly three decades, USA Basketball
announced on Jan. 12, 2006 that Donovan would serve as the head coach of the USA Basketball Women'’s
Se?g‘)%% neét(l)%r;al teaarz'n0 (f)czr 2006-08.

On Sept. 30, 2007, USA basketball, coached by Donovan defeated Cuba, 101-71 to qualify for the 2008
games in Beijing, China.

Donovan is a member of the Basketball Hall of Fame (1995), the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame (1999), .

the Virginia Sports Hall of Fame 31 996), the ODU Sports Hall of Fame(1988) and the GTE/CoSIDA Academic
Aflli:Amencan all of Fame (1994). In October of 2009 she was inducted into the Hampton Roads Sports Hall
of Fame.

On Jan. 13, 2008, Anne was awarded the NCAA 25-year Award in Nashville, TN. On Dec. 13, 2008 Anne was
ﬂresented with an honorary Doctorate’s de?ree from Old Dominion University. She was inducted into the the
ampton Roads Sports Hall of Fame in 2070.

Donovan served as the head coach of the WNBA’s New York Liberty, and on March 30th, 2010 was named
Women'’s Basketball head coach at Seton Hall. On Jan. 3rd she announced that she will return to the WNBA
to become the head coach for the Connecticut Sun.

earned Kodak All-American honors in 1980 and was also named to the Street and
Smith”s All-American team. A four-year starter, Nissen ended her career with 2,647
points and 1,459 rebounds. She ranks second in both categories all-time at Old Domin-
ion. Nissen averaged 19.3 career points and 10.6 career rebounds. In addition, Nissen
holds several individual season records, including field goals attempted (651), free
throws attempted (209), and free throws made (148), as well as single game records for
field goals attempted (33) and rebounds, 28 vs. Longwood College on March 3, 1978
and against Virginia Union on Dec. 10, 1977. A two-time Wade Trophy Finalist, Nissen
was hamed the team”s MVP during the 1978, 1979 and 1980 seasons as well as the
Outstanding Female Athlete of the Year in 1980. In 1978, Nissen led Old Dominion to
the National Women”s Invitational Tournament Championship and ended a fine career
by leading the Lady Monarchs to the AIAW National Championships in 1979 and 1980. After her career

the NCAA Final Four, Tracy Claxton was the Lady Monarchs quiet leader. Claxton aver-
aged 14.8 points and 11.2 rebounds as the Lady Monarchs captured their third National
Crown in 1985 with a 13-3 mark.

A native of New Haven, CT., Claxton completed her career at ODU with 1,999 points.
She is third on the school’s all-time rebounding list with 1,434, fourth in steals with 250
and tenth in games played with 118.

The 6-2 forward led ODU in rebounding in 1984 at 11.3 and in 1985 at 11.2. As a junior
she shot .556 from the floor in 1984 to lead the team and ranked third in the Sun Belt
Conference. She scored a career high 28 points against UCLA and grabbed 20 re-
bounds twice during her career, the first against Long Beach State in 1984, but the second was in the 1985
NCAA final against Georgia. Overall, she performed the double-double 37 times.

Claxton earned All-District honors in 1984 and 1985 and she was named All-American in 1984 and 1985
by the National Sports Federation. She graduated from ODU in 1985 with a degree in Health and Physical
Education.

BIO: Ticha Penicheiro”s playing style was one of a unique mixture of panache and skill ~ 7icHa penicHEIRO
which earned her many a fan in the Hampton Roads area as she led the Lady Monarchs
to the 1997 NCAA championship game. During her career at ODU, she collected 1,304
points, finished her career as ODU"’s all-time steal leader with 591, and second all-time

assist leader with 939.

The two-time Kodak All-American (1997 and 1998) became ODU”s second winner of
the prestigious Lifetime/Wade Trophy and the first international player to win this honor.

A four-time All-CAA honoree, Penicheiro was named the CAA”s Player of the Year twice
as well as the Rookie of the Year. Ticha is a member of the WNBA”s Sacramento Mon-
archs, which captured the 2005 WNBA championship. She is a four-time WNBA All-Star

and two-time WNBA first team selection.

In 2008, Penicheiro became the first player in WNBA history to record 2,000 career assists as well as the
WNBA”s all-time leader in steals. She was named to the WNBA All-Decade team.

Ticha was also named the the CAA”s Silver Anniversary team. Penicheiro completed degrees in communi-
cations and interdisciplinary studies. Penicheiro was inducted into the ODU Sports Hall of Fame in May of

2006.

BIO: Clarisse Machanguana, a 6-5 forward from Mozambique, teamed with Penicheiro
to help lead the Lady Monarchs to the magical 1997 season of 34-2 as the team
reached the NCAA title game. Machanguana completed her career with 1,813 career
points. Every year she stepped onto the hardwood for ODU, she led her teams in
scoring and field goal percentage. The 1997 Kodak All-American shot .624 from the floor
during her career and averaged 18.3 points per game. In 1997 she was the recipient of
the CAA”s prestigious Dean Ehlers Leadership award. She was the 1995 CAA Player of
the Year and the 1996 and 1997 CAA Tournament MVP. Clarisse played three seasons
in the WNBA with Los Angeles, Charlotte and Orlando. She also played in the ABL with
San Jose. She is married and resides in Mozambique.

Together, Machanguana and Penicheiro helped lead ODU to an 88-11 three- year mark
