Since its inception, the PCBS has sought to build an official database of statistics
based on local needs and in accordance with standards that guarantee full
membership in the international statistical community. PCBS adopted a gradual
approach to realizing Palestinian priorities. It has been able to accomplish several
statistical tasks by relying on primary sources, including censuses and surveys. In
addition, it has cooperated with public and private sector institutions in using
secondary sources, such as administrative records, to derive further statistical data.

We are pleased to present the Fifteenth Statistical Yearbook of Palestine 2015. This
book is part of our efforts to provide continuous time series data that make it
possible to study general trends in different fields through a comprehensive
statistical reference that covers most demographic, social, economic, and geographic
fields.

This book provides official statistics on various aspects of life in Palestine, along
with available statistics on Palestinians throughout the world. The first chapter of the
Yearbook comprises three sections on Palestinian demographic, social and economic
data: the first section discusses the conditions of Palestinians in those parts of
Palestine that are still under Israeli military occupation and covers social, economic,
health, educational, and cultural conditions, in addition to other aspects.

The second section of chapter one discusses the conditions of Palestinians in the
Occupied Palestinian Territory in 1948, who live under full Israeli administration
and jurisdiction. The third section addresses the most prominent characteristics of
Palestinians in the Diaspora, particularly in countries that host Palestinian refugees:
Jordan, Syria, and Lebanon.

The second chapter describes the main concepts and definitions used in this
Yearbook.

We hope that the Yearbook will bridge gaps in information and serve as a major
basic reference for official statistics on Palestine. The information provided by this
Yearbook should enhance development and assist decision makers in formulating
decisions and plans based on informed and professional foundations.

million in the current account (goods, services, income, current transfers). This
contributes 16.9% of the GDP in current prices and compares with a deficit of

USD 2,383.4 million in 2013.

e The trade balance of goods recorded a deficit of USD 4,830.2 million, comprising

about 38.0% of the GDP in current prices in 2014. This reflects an increase of
3.1% compared with the 2013 deficit. The trade balance deficit with Israel was the
main cause of the overall trade balance deficit.

e The services balance recorded a deficit of USD 206.5 million, representing an

increase of 317.2% compared with 2013. The decline in the services balance

deficit was caused by decreased exports in travel services and an increase of
imports in transportation and other business services.

23.2 Income Balance

o A surplus of USD 1,482.5 million was recorded in this account, representing an
increase of 27.8% compared with 2013. The surplus was caused mainly by the
surplus in compensations of employees working in Israel, which totaled USD
1,435.3 million and reflects an increase of 32.9% compared with 2013. Investment
income received from abroad totaled USD 169.0 million, reflecting an increase of
37.1% compared with 2013. This was caused mainly by an increase in the earnings
received on portfolio investments invested abroad, in addition to earnings received
on other investments abroad (mainly interest income on deposits abroad).

23.3 Current Transfers
e The balance of current transfers (voluntary or compulsory, not a result of an
economic transaction) recorded a surplus of USD 1,405.2 million in 2013, an
increase of 18.2% compared with 2013. Current transfers by donors represented

39.4% of the total value of receipts from abroad, while current transfers received

from abroad other than donors made up 60.6%. The total value of receipts from
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abroad was distributed as 30.5% for the government sector and 69.5% for other
sectors (private, household and non-government organizations).

23.4 Capital and Financial Account

¢ This account recorded a surplus of USD 1,765.8 million in 2014, mainly due to the
surplus in the financial account (direct investments, portfolio investments, other
investments and reserve assets), and totaled USD 1,074.8 million as a result of the
surplus in currency and deposits in other investments.

¢ The capital account recorded a surplus of USD 691.0 million in 2014, an increase of
25.3% compared with 2013, mainly due to government capital transfers (transfers
from donors) that constituted 64.8% of the capital account. Household transfers

received from abroad to finance house construction for households accounted for
35.2% of this account.

¢ The financial account recorded a surplus of USD 1,074.8 million in 2014, caused
mainly by the surplus in currency and deposits in other investments.

e The total change (decrease) in reserve assets of the Palestinian Monetary Authority
totaled USD 12.8 million in 2014, reflecting the final liquidity position of the

balance of payments. These are reflected in the overall balance surplus in Palestine
due to the absence of other financing resources.

e There were 516 enterprises operating in financial intermediation activities in

2014.

e There were 8,991 employed persons in financial intermediation enterprises in
2014.

e The value of output in financial intermediation enterprises was USD 513.3
million in 2014.

e The value of intermediate consumption in financial intermediation enterprises
was USD 121.8 million in 2014.

e The gross value added in financial intermediation enterprises was USD 391.5
million in 2014.

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25. International Investment Position
e The primary results of the IIP (external assets — foreign liabilities) for Palestine in
2014 revealed that the net IIP totaled about USD 1,385 million. This means that
the various sectors of the Palestinian economy made more investments outside
Palestine than investment in Palestine from abroad. Cash deposits of local banks in
foreign banks and foreign exchange in the Palestinian economy contributed a
major value to external assets, which represented 61.4% of their total value.

e Total stocks of external assets for Palestine (stocks of residents in Palestine
invested abroad) totaled USD 6,139 million. Foreign direct investment abroad
contributed 5.8%, portfolio investments abroad totaled 19.1%, other foreign
investments abroad totaled 64.1%, and reserve assets amounted to 11.0%. At
sectoral level, the external investments of the banking sector contributed a major
value to external assets of 72.1%.

¢ The total stocks of foreign liabilities in Palestine (stocks of non-residents invested
in Palestine) totaled USD 4,754 million. Foreign direct investment in Palestine
contributed 52.3%, portfolio investments in Palestine were 15.3%, and other
investments totaled 32.4%.

e The total stocks of external debt on Palestinian economic sectors totaled USD
1,542 million. The debt on the general government sector contributed 70.6%, debt
on the banking sector comprised 26.2%, debt on other sectors (non-financial,
insurance enterprises, NGOs and household sectors) totaled 3.2%.

Palestinians in the Occupied Palestinian 1.2

Territory in 1948

The Palestine Catastrophe (Nakba) of 1948 resulted in the occupation of more than
three quarters of Palestine. Thus, Israel was established on that part of Palestine
occupied in 1948, which represents 78% of historical Palestine. The Palestinian
population who remained in their homeland came under direct and complete Israeli
sovereignty. They were considered Israeli citizens and subjected to various policies
and practices that sought to obliterate the Palestinian identity and culture.

Statistically speaking, all data on Palestinians living in this part of historical
Palestine occupied in 1948 were considered part of the Israeli statistical system.
Thus, all Israeli statistical issues and publications include data on the Palestinian
population.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics strove hard to compile, tabulate, and
disseminate statistical data on the Palestinians living in Israel despite the difficulties,
including the scarcity of separate data available on those Palestinians, in addition to
the complications associated with compiling statistical data about them.

Nevertheless, data disseminated in this chapter constitutes a general statistical
diagnosis of the Palestinian reality in Israel. This chapter presents statistics on the
Palestinians in Israel including demographic, educational and labor force
characteristics. It is worth noting that such statistics are derived from the reality of
living conditions in Israel. Thus, any possible comparisons for any of the statistical
indicators should be made with those pertinent to the population in Israel and not
with the Palestinians in other places. Some changes occurred in the data of this
chapter which refers to revision and modification as in its sources.

Population:

e The total population of these areas at the end of 2014 was 1.3 million
(excluding the residents of occupied East Jerusalem and the Golan
Heights).

e The average size of a Palestinian household was 4.9 persons in 2013.

e The total fertility rate for Palestinian women during 2014 was 3.17 births.

e 90.4% of Palestinian households In 2012 owned the housing unit they lived
in.

e  9.5% of Palestinian households lived in housing units with a density of two
or more persons in 2012.

Education:
e There were 596 primary schools, including 527 primary schools, 69 schools
for children with special needs, 174 intermediate schools and 326
secondary schools.
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e The average number of students per class in primary schools was 26
students, in intermediate schools it was 28 students per class, and in high
schools it was 26 students per class for the 2013/2014 academic year.

Labor:
e The labor force participation rate among Palestinians (15 years and above)
was 50.7%: 69.1% for males, and 32.5% for females in 2014.

e The unemployment rate was 2.0%: 3.0% for females and 1.6% for males in
2014,

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Palestinians in the Diaspora 1.3

The Nakba (Catastrophe) constituted a black period in Palestinian history, when the
Palestinian people were confronted with indescribable acts of oppression,
dispossession, and suffering.

Palestinians who sought refuge in countries outside Palestine encountered all types
of abuse and agonies. On the one hand, they were uprooted from their homeland
and deprived of their property and homes. On the other hand, they sought refugee in
countries where they had no power or will. At the time of their dispossession, the
Palestinians felt that their expulsion and refugee status would be temporary. They
believed that their situation would not last more than several weeks or months, after
which they would return in victory and with their honor restored. Thus, they paid
little attention to their living circumstances in their host countries. Their hearts
remained with Palestine, waiting for the signal for return. Year after another they
realized that the Nakba would last longer than expected, and that Palestinians would
endure more pain and suffering. Popular movements and organizations emerged to
defend the rights of the Palestinians wherever they were located. The situation
remained unchanged with no unified political and powerful entity representing all
the Palestinians of the Diaspora until the foundation of the Palestine Liberation
Organization (PLO). The emergence of the Palestinian revolt in 1965 caught the
attention of most countries and gained their recognition. The PLO then became the
sole political representative of all Palestinians everywhere, in spite of the fact that
part of the Palestinian territory was subject to Arab administration (Jordan in the
West Bank and Egypt in the Gaza Strip).

PCBS has been constantly working on collecting, tabulating and disseminating of
statistical data on the Palestinians both in Palestine and in the Diaspora. This task
has always faced several constraints such as the shortage of separate data on
Palestinians in the Diaspora, as well as accurate and up-to-date data; mainly
excerpted from UNRWA records. We hope to overcome these constraints in the
near future.

The difficulty in creating a statistical database about Palestinians in the Diaspora lies
in their dispersion both among a number of countries and within different areas of
such countries. The Palestinians did not consider their communities as isolated
ghettos; instead, they participated in the life of the countries they resided in, but
retained their distinctiveness and identity at the same time. The civil and
administrative laws of the host countries made this task more difficult, by preventing
integration with the population that resides there.

These hindrances and other subjective complications made it difficult to provide
consistent and comprehensive statistical data on all Palestinians in the Diaspora.
This chapter puts forth a set of data and statistical indicators dealing with
population, employment, education, health and living and housing conditions for the
Palestinians living in the Diaspora, especially in Jordan, Syria and Lebanon.
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This chapter mainly relies on data that have been extracted from the administrative
records of public, international and regional organizations. The most important of
these sources were the United Nations Works and Relief Agency in the Near East
(UNRWA), Central Bureau of Statistics and Natural Resources, and the Norwegian
Institute for Applied Social Sciences (FAFO). Likewise, this chapter makes use of
the data obtained through field surveys conducted on the Palestinian communities
abroad in addition to estimates from the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics and
assumptions applied in specific areas.

Population:

e Palestinians in the world were estimated to be 12.9 million at the end of
2014, distributed by location as follows: 4.6 million in Palestine,
constituting is 38.2% of the Palestinian world population; 1.4 million in
Israel (12.1%); 5.3 million in Arab countries (44.1%); and 675 thousand in
foreign countries (5.6%).

e There were 5.5 million Palestinian refugees registered in Jordan, Syria,
Lebanon, and Palestine in 2015.

Health:
e There were 27 primary health care centers in Lebanon, 23 in Syria, and 23
in Jordan in 2015.

Education:
e The total number of UNRWA schools was 174 schools in Jordan, 94
schools in Syria, and 68 schools in Lebanon in 2014/2015.
e The total number of refugee students in UNRWA schools was 118,546 in
Jordan, 38,173 in Lebanon, and 45,802 in Syria in 2014/2015.
e The total number of teaching staff in UNRWA schools was 5,301 in
Jordan, 2,503 in Syria, and 1,915 in Lebanon in 2014/2015.

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Chapter Two

Concepts and Definitions

A

Admissions:
Admitted patients to hospital for treatment or diagnosis and their stay at hospital for
one night or more.

Age-Sex Structure:

The composition of a population as determined by the number or proportion of
males and females in each age category. The age-structure of a population is the
cumulative result of past trends in fertility, mortality, and migration rates.
Information on age-sex composition is an essential prerequisite for the description
and analysis of demographic data.

Agricultural Holding:

It is an economic unit of agricultural production under single management
comprising all kept, livestock and all land used totally or partially for agriculture
production purposes regardless to title legal form or size. Single management may
be exercised by an individual or household jointly by two or more individuals or
households by a clan or tribe or by a juridical person such as: a corporation
cooperative or government agency. The holdings land may consist of one or more
parcels located in one or more separate areas or in one or more territorial or
administrative divisions, providing the parcels share the same production means,
such as labour, farm buildings, machinery or draught animals

Agricultural Land:

It refers to the major classes of land use on agricultural holdings. For classification
the "gross area" is surveyed for each class. Agricultural land includes land under
scattered farm buildings, yards and their annexes, permanently uncultivated land,
such as uncultivated patches, banks footpaths, ditches, headlands and shoulders
(ECE 1986).

Agricultural Year:
The period covering first of October to the end of September of the next year.

Animal Holding:

The presence of animals controlled by the holder, the holder should have any
number of cattle’s or camels, at least 5 heads of sheep or goats or pigs, at least 50
birds of poultry (Layers and broilers), or 50 rabbits or other poultry like turkeys,
ducks, fer...etc, or a mixture of them, or at least 3 beehives controlled by the holder.
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A one-person- household:
It is the household comprised of one individual.

Assets:

It is tangible or intangible (computer software, artistic original) that comes as an
output of the production process .It is used frequently or continuously in other
production process for more than one year period.

Assault:

Refers to physical attack against another person, including beating. Some criminal
or penal codes distinguish between aggravated and simple assault depending on the
degree of the resulting injury. For instance, aggravated assault involves attack with
intentions to commit other crimes; attack under serious and inhuman conditions; the
use of destructive weapons; attack on children; and any other dissolute attack.
Simple assault involves attack not associated with criminal intentions, i.e. raising of
a hand as a threat or unsuccessful attempt to beat...etc.

Available Beds and Rooms:
It refers to beds and rooms which are ready for use during the reference period.
Closed rooms for maintenance or repairs are excluded.

Apartment:

It is a part of a building or a house, consisting of one room or more and annexed
with kitchen, bathroom and toilet, which are all, closed by external door, leading to
the road through a stair way and/or path way. It is prepared usually for one
household.

B

Base Period:
It is Refers to the period to which current period is being compared.

Bed:
Available beds in room and hospital halls, which are occupied by patients for at least
24 continuous hours for receiving medical care.

Bed Occupancy ( indicator):
Number of booked and paid beds. Such beds are considered occupied whether they
were actually used or not.

Building:

The building is defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently
erected on the surface of the earth or water. The building is surrounded by four walls
or with at least one completed.

Building Ownership:
Private, Governmental, Local Authority, Cooperative Society, Charitable Society,
Other.

C

Clearance Voucher for the Value Added Tax:

This is a unified invoice for both Israeli and Palestinian parties. It includes the
authorized name of both parties, the taxation number, the goods exchanged with the
type and value, the invoice number and the value added tax. This shows the
movement of trade exchange between Palestine and Israel only.

Communication disability/difficulty:

Inability to exchange information and ideas with others and engage with them
through the use of speech, or use signs, or write the information they want to share
with others. This may be due to the result of a deficiency in hearing or speech, or
lack of intellectual capacity to interpret and understand others.

Cognition Disability (Remembering and concentrating):

Includes difficulties in the following: memory, concentration, decision-making,
understanding speech, reading, identifying individuals, directions and using a map,
calculations, reading and thinking, such as individuals who have difficulty in
understanding and performing daily activities. For example, finds it difficult to find
locations, cannot focus on work, or forgets where they are or forgets which month
it is, forgets to take medication or to eat, lacks understanding and knowledge of
what is going on around him. It also includes the person's inability to understand
things or deal with others. It includes forgetting to do something important, people
who suffer from lack of memory like where things have been put in the house, as
well as difficulty in concentration on doing things for more than 10 minutes.

Compensations of Employees:

Compensation of employees is the total remuneration, in cash or in kind, including
social security contributions, payable by an enterprise to an employee in return for
work done by the latter.

Consumer Basket:
The categories of classified goods and services used by the consumer.

Consumer Price:
A price paid by household to gain a commodity or service.

Consumer Price Index:

It is a statistical tool that is used to measure the average changes in the prices of
goods and services that households consume between two different periods one is
called the base period and the other is the comparison period.
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Composite Family:
Refers to family consisting of at least one nuclear family with other non-relatives.

Computer Use:
It is defined for survey’s purposes as the basic uses of the computer (during the last
twelve months), such as: opening the computer and files, creating, copying, pasting,
and saving files.

Country of Consignments (Charging Destination):

It refers to the country from which goods were dispatched to the importing country,
without any commercial transaction or other operations which change the legal
status of the goods as imports from the country of purchase.

Court Maters:

Written proceedings involving all aspects of a disputed issue filed according to the
law and submitted to the judge for settlement. Court cases involve civil cases,
divorce, inheritance, etc. Also, they include criminal and petty offenses referred to
as such by penal codes.

Crime:
Any act involving a violation of the law or public rights and duties towards the state
or society in general.

Customs Declaration:

An lIsraeli document contains all the data related to direct Palestinian imports from
other countries via Israeli entry points and ports and, additionally, Damyah Bridge,
Rafah and Allenby Bridge. A photocopy of the statement arrives to the Ministry of
Finance without any enclosures. Palestinian customs started to issue Palestinian
custom declarations through the ASYCUDA program since a copy of this
declaration is issued on imports from abroad.

D

Depreciation:

It is the decline, during the course of the accounting period, in the historical value of
the stock of fixed assets owned and used by a producer as a result of physical
deterioration, normal obsolescence or normal accidental damage.

Discharges:

Discharged patient from a hospital after having the diagnostic and curative health
care regardless of the discharged case (cured or dead).
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Disability/difficulty :

Individuals with disabilities include those who have long-term physical, mental,
intellectual, or sensory impairments which, in interaction with various barriers, may
hinder their full and effective participation in society on an equal basis with others.

Drop-out Student:
A student who left school during the last scholastic year and who did not transfer to
another school.

E

E-Commerce:

It is the conducting of business communication and transactions over computer
networks and through individual computers linked to the Word Wide Web. Strictly
defined, e-commerce is the buying and selling of goods and services, and the
transfer of funds, through digital communications.

Economic Activity:

Referring to a process consisting of actions and activities carried out by a certain
entity that uses labour, capital, goods and services to produce specific products
(goods and services). In addition to that, the main economic activity refers to the
main work of the enterprise based on the (ISIC, rev4) and that contribute by the
large proportion of the value added, whenever more than one activity exist in the
enterprise.

Electrical Energy:

Work done to move an electric charge in a conductor. It is measured in kilowatt-
hour.

Electric Energy = Power (KW) X Time (Hours).

Establishment:

Establishment is an enterprise or part of it, which is located in one place and
specialized mainly in productive one major activity (not assistant) which will bring
the majority of the value added. (with the possibility of production of secondary
activities) and for which the data are available, allowing operating surplus account,
which provides data for the workers, expenses, production and revenue, and fixed
assets. The units which produce for the purposes of private entity does not consider
a separate establishments if they fall within the establishment itself, but if it is
located outside the boundaries of the establishment and is located in a separate
building, it is auxiliary unit, such as warehouses or private garage repair equipment
establishment and performs services not for the public.

Employed:

Persons aged 15 years and over who were at work at least one hour during the
reference period, or who were not at work during the reference period, but held a job
or owned business from which they were temporarily absent (because of illness,
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vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other reason) he\ she was employed, unpaid
family member or other. The employed person is normally classified in one of two
categories according to the number of weekly work hours, i.e. 1-14 work hours and
15 work hours and above. Also the absence due to sick leave, vacation, temporarily
stoppage, or any other reason considered employed from 1-14 hours.

Wage Employee (Paid- employed) :

A person who works for a public or private employer or under it's supervision and

receives remuneration in wage, salary, commission, tips, piece-rates or pay in kind
. etc. This item includes persons employed in governmental, nongovernmental

and private institutions along with those employed in a household enterprise in

return for a specific remuneration.

Employer:

A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to
him\her and do hires or supervises the work of one or more waged employees. This
includes persons operating their project or contracting companies provided they
employ a minimum of one waged employee. Shareholders are not considered
employers even if they are working in it.

Employment:

Persons in employment comprise all persons above a specified age who during a
specified brief period, either one week or one day, were in the following
categories: paid employment; self employment .

Equivalent Metric Ton of Petroleum:

Energy unit; an Equivalent Metric Ton of Petroleum is defined as the energy
resulting from burning one ton of petroleum. Due to having many types of
petroleum, it was fixed on a certain value.

A metric ton of petroleum = 41.9 giga joule, 10 giga calorie, 1.43 metric ton of coal,
1200 m3 metric tons of natural gas, 7 barrels of petroleum, 39.68 Mega of British
Thermal Units.

Extended Family:
A family of at least one nuclear family together with other relatives.

Exports:

It refers to whole commodities (goods and services) that are exported or re-
exported outside the country, conditioned with ownership transcription to another
economy or to free customs regions as a discount from the national economy,
which results from transaction with a non-resident economy.
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F

Final consumption expenditure of non-profit institution serving households:
Consists of the expenditure, including expenditure whose value must be estimated
indirectly, incurred by resident NPISHs on individual consumption goods and
services and possibly on collective consumption services.

Financial Corporation Sector:

Consist of all resident corporations that are principally engaged in providing
financial services, including insurance and pension funding services, to other
institutional units.

Foreign indirect investment (Portfolio):

Portfolio investment is a residual category for transactions in shares, bonds, bills,
notes, money market instruments and financial derivatives. It is residual because
these instruments are also included under direct investment and reserve assets.
Portfolio investment is divided into two main categories: equity and debt. Shares are
equity investment and the remaining instruments are debt investment.

Foreign direct investment:

This category includes investment over which the owner exercises control.
Inpractice, the distinguishing criterion for inclusion in this category is that the owner
should hold at least 10 percent of the ordinary shares in the company. However, this
criterion should be applied somewhat flexibly to ensure that assets over which the
owner exercises control are classified as direct investment. Acquisitions and
disposals of land — other than when foreign embassies are involved — are also
included.

Foreign Other investment:

Under other investment are included all transactions in financial assets and
liabilities, which are not classified under any of the three other broad categories.
The most important of these are currency, deposits and loans (including trade
credits).

G

Government School:
Any educational institution run by MOE or any other ministry or governmental
instrument.

Government Sector:

The general government sector consists mainly of central, state and local
government units together with social security funds imposed and controlled by
those units. In addition, it includes NPIs engaged in non-market production that are
controlled and mainly financed by government units or social security funds.
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Gross National Disposable Income (GNDI):
The available income of residents, which can be spent on consumption of goods and
services (locally produced or imported goods and services) or for savings.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Indicator measures the total value added of all economic activities, which consists
output of goods and services for final use produced by both residents and non-
residents, (local factors of production) and regardless of the distribution of this
production, locally or externally. during a specific period of time and does not
include deductions for depreciation of Fixed capital or deterioration of natural
resources.

Gross Value Added ( indicator):
Indicator measures gross value added of any institutional unit that carries out any
productive activity.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation:
It is the value of what producers own less what they spend on new and used capital
goods.

Gross National Income (GNI):

It is the aggregate value of the gross balances of primary incomes for all sectorsis.
defined as GDP plus compensation of employees receivable from abroad plus
property income receivable from abroad plus taxes less subsidies on production
receivable from abroad less compensation of employees payable abroad less
property income payable abroad and less taxes plus subsidies on production payable
abroad.

Gross Capital Formation:
It shows the acquisition less disposal of produced assets for purposes of fixed capital
formation, inventories or valuables.

Government final consumption:

Consists of expenditure, including expenditure whose value must be estimated
indirectly, incurred by general government on both individual consumption goods
and services and collective consumption services.

Guests:

It refers to visitors staying in the hotels and using their facilities. Records of new
guests are based on the number of visits regardless whether it’s the same person or
different.

H

Health:

Many definitions exist. As defined by the World Health Organization: “A state of
complete physical, mental and social well-being and not merely the absence of
disease or infirmity”.

Health Insurance:
Indemnity coverage against financial losses associated with occurrence or treatment
of health problems.

Hearing disability/difficulty:

The question determines individuals who have some hearing difficulties that
contribute to the reduction of their ability to perform any part and aspect of their
day, such as difficulty hearing someone talking in a busy place or with noise, or
cannot hear someone speak directly and at normal volume (without shouting or
higher volume), and determine whether they are unable to hear with one ear or both.

Hospital:

An institution whose primary function is to provide services (diagnostic and
therapeutic) for a variety of medical conditions, both surgical and non-surgical.
Most hospitals also provide some outpatient services, particularly emergency care.

Hotel:

It is defined as an accommodation establishment providing overnight lodging for the
visitors in a room or unit. It should hold a number of persons exceeding that of an
average single family. The establishment must be under one management, and
provides different facilities and services to visitors.

Hotel Workers:
It refers to all persons working in the hotel on full or part time bases including
owners and paid or unpaid household members

House:

A building usually established for the residence of one household or more. The
house may be comprised of single story or more that is utilized by a single
household. Nevertheless, if the house is divided into housing units each of which has
its own utilities and occupied by a different household, each housing unit would be
classified as an apartment.

Household:

One person or a group of persons with or without a household relationship, who live
in the same housing unit, share meals and make joint provision of food and other
essentials of living.

A one—person- household: It is the household comprised of one individual
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Nuclear household: It is the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple
and a son or a daughter (own not adopted son or daughter) or more; or a male head
of a household with a son or a daughter or more; or a female head of a household
with a son or a daughter or more. It is worthy to note that no other relatives or non —
relatives live with this household.

Extended Family : A family of at least one nuclear family together with other
relatives.

Composite Family: It is Refers to family consisting of at least one nuclear family.

Household Consumption:

It refers to the amount of Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living
purposes, and The value of goods and service payments or part of payments
received from the employer, and own-produced goods and food, including
consumed quantities during the recording period, and Imputed rent for owned
houses.

Household Expenditure:

It refers to the amount of Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living
purposes, and the value of goods and services payments or part of payments
received from the employer, and Cash expenditure spent as taxes (non-
commercial or non-industrial), gifts, contributions, interests on debts and other
non-consumption items.

Household Final Consumption:

It is the expenditure on all goods and services excluding expenditure on building and
construction, which are considered gross fixed capital formation for the property
owners. Renting accommodation is classified as final consumption spent by
households.

Household Sector:

A household is defined as a group of persons who share the same living
accommodation, who pool some, or all, of their income and wealth and who
consume certain types of goods and services collectively, mainly housing and food.
Households are mainly consumers, but they may also be producers. All economic
activity taking place within the production boundary and not performed by an entity
maintaining a complete set of accounts is considered to be undertaken in the
household sector.

Housing Unit:

A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or
more independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through
another housing unit. The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but
found occupied with a household during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might
be utilized for habitation or for work purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be
closed, vacant.
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Type of Housing Unit:
Housing unit type may refer to (villa, house, apartment, independent room,
marginal, tent or other).

Imports:

It refers to whole commaodities (goods and services) entering the country by air, land
and sea that are used in consumption, for conversion in the manufacturing sector and
for re-exportation.

Inflation:
The overall general upward price movement of goods and services in the economy.

Income:
Cash or in kind revenues for individual or household within a period of time; could
be a week or a month or a year.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT):

It is used to describe the tools and the process to access, retrieve, store, organize,
manipulate, produce, present and exchange information by electronic and other
manual automated means.

Institutional Sector:

The institutional units are grouped together to form institutional sectors, on the basis
of their principal functions, behaviour and objectives:, there are five institutional
sectors in the system of national accounts: government; non-profit institutions
serving households; financial corporation's; households; and non-financial
corporations, In addition to the Rest of world sector that has separate account.

Independent Room:
It is a separate room with no kitchen, bathroom nor toilet, but sharing with other
households these basic services, and it is prepared for living.

Intermediate Consumption:

Consists of the value of the goods and services consumed as inputs by a process of
production, excluding fixed assets whose consumption is recorded as consumption
of fixed capital.

Internet:
It is a worldwide public computer network. Organizations and persons can connect
their computers to this network and exchange information across a country and/or
across the world. The Internet provides access to a number of communication
services including the World Wide Web and carries email, news, entertainment and
data files.
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Internet Use:

For the purposes of survey, defined as the basic uses of the Internet (during the last
twelve months), such as access to certain sites, reading newsletters, and
downloading files or programs from the Web.

K

Kindergarten:
Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering education to four or five
year olds. Kindergarten Consists of the first and second grades.

Killed Injured:
A person who died as a result of the accident, or died of his injuries within 30 days
of the accident.

L

Labor Force:

The economically active population (Labour Force) consists of all persons 15 years
and over who are either employed or unemployed as defined above at the time of
survey.

Laspeyres Equation:

An equation used for calculating price indices, which measures comparative period
prices in relation to base period prices multiplied by proportional weight of
commodity or goods groups throughout the base periods.

Learning disability/difficulty:

Inability to understand things or deal with others. It includes difficulty with
intellectual functions due to a condition such as an acquired brain injury, Downs
Syndrome, brain damage at birth, difficulty with interpersonal skills due to any
condition such as autistic spectrum disorders, or difficulty in learning everyday
skills such as reading, writing, and using simple equipment.

Live Birth:
It is any live birth who shouted, cried or shown any signs of live upon delivery,
irrespective of whether he died after that or not.

Livestock

Refers to all animals kept or reared mainly for agriculture purposes. Including cattle,
buffaloes, sheep, goats, pigs, horses, mules, asses, camels, poultry, rabbits, bees and
other domesticated animals as well as foxes, minks, etc.

M
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Main Economic Activity:

Is the main work of the enterprise based on the (ISIC Rev4) and that contribute by
the large proportion of the value added whenever more than one activity exist in the
enterprise.

Median Age at First Marriage:
The age dividing individuals into two categories, either married before it or married
after it.

Mental disability/difficulty:

Individuals who suffer from stress, anxiety, uncertainty, and depression, as well as
those with difficulties performing daily activities because of drug or alcohol abuse
and addiction

Mixed Holding:

If the holder hasplant and animal holdings according to Plant and Animal Holding
definition prviding, both animal and plant activities , share the same production
means, such as labour, farm buildings, machinery or draught animals.

Mobility disability/difficulty:

Individuals who have difficulties to navigate and walk on foot, which may limit or
not the performance of daily activities. For example, may find it difficult to walk a
short distance, or a problem going up and down stairs or uneven terrain, or cannot
walk any distance without a break or stop, or cannot walk without relying on a
stick, or crutch, or walking device, or cannot stand on their feet for more than a
minute and need a wheelchair for movement from one place to another. It covers
disabilities or difficulties that people with disability face inside or outside homes. It
also covers difficulties that people face during walking for more than 15 minutes.

Monthly Work Days:

Number of days at work during the month, excluding week-ends, holidays, sick and
other paid or unpaid leaves. One hour of work in a given day is considered as one
work-day.

N

Newspapers:

Periodic publications intended for the general public and mainly designed to be a
primary source of written information on current events connected with public
affairs, international questions, politics..., etc.

Non-Financial Corporation Sector:
Consist of corporations whose principal activity is the production of market goods or
non-financial services.
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Non-Profit Institutions Serving Households Sector:
Consist of non-market NPIs that are not controlled by government.

Number of Guest Nights:
Number of beds booked for hotel guests. Such beds are considered as occupied
whether they were actually used or not. It is measured by guest night unit.

Nuclear Household:

It is the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple and a son or a
daughter (own not adopted son or daughter) or more; or a male head of a household
with a son or a daughter or more; or a female head of a household with a son or a
daughter or more. It is worthy to note that no other relatives or non — relatives live
with this household.

Number of Occupancy Rooms( indicator):
Number of booked and paid rooms. Such rooms are considered occupied whether
they were actually used or not.

Number of Available Hotel Beds( indicator):
Indicator measures the number of available hotel beds.

O

Occupation:

Occupation refers to the kind of work done during the reference period by the
employed person, or the kind of work done previously if unemployed, irrespective
of the economic activity or the employment status of the person. Occupations are
grouped together mainly on the basis of the similarity of skills required to fulfill the
tasks and duties of the job.

Gross Operating surplus:
Value added minus (compensation of employees plus net taxes on production minus
subsidies and custom fees plus depreciation).

Output (Production):

It is defined as the goods and services produced by an establishment, excluding the
value of any goods and services used in an activity for which the establishment does
not assume the risk of using the products in production, and excluding the value of
goods and services consumed by the same establishment except for goods and
services used for capital formation (fixed capital or changes in inventories) or own
final consumption.

This means that production = value of production from main activity + value of
production of secondary activities.

Ownership of the enterprise:
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This refers to the ownership of the majority of the capital of the institution (or 51%
or more). Ownership can be:

1. Private national: Owned enterprises by 51% or more of their capital to
individuals or private institutions residing in Palestine

2. Private foreign: It's an establishment owned by 51% or more from its capital
to individuals or non-resident enterprises in Palestine, including branches of
foreign companies in Palestine that does not include diplomatic and official
missions to these governments.

3. Non-governmental organization sector: It’s a hon-profit establishments,
which include parties and unions, associations and all organizations related to
women's organizations, youth and student, churches and monasteries and its
affiliates.

4. National government company: Establishments engaged in an economic
activities for market profit, but the government-controlled either by owning
51% or more from the capital or through legislation or government decree.

5. Foreign government company: Companies that engage in an economic
activities in profitable market owned by foreign governments by 51% or
more from its capital.

Own-account Worker (Self-Employed):
A person who operates his or her own economic enterprise or engages independently
in a profession or trade, and hires no employees.

Olive Press:
An enterprise or part of an enterprise in which one group of goods and services is
produced (olive oil, with the possibility of having secondary activities).

P

Persons Outside Labor Force:

The population not economically active comprises all persons 15 years and over,
who were neither employed nor unemployed accordingly to the definitions
mentioned above.

Plant Holding:

The presence of cultivated or arable land area for any agricultural crops controlled
by the holder, and must not be less than one dunum for open cultivated area and (
0.5) dunum for protect cultivated area.

Population Register:

a mechanism for the continuous recording of selected information pertaining to each
member of the resident population of a country or area, making it possible to
determine up-to-date information about the size and characteristics of the population
at selected points in time.

Porous Cesspit:
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A well or a pit in which night soil and other refuse is stored, constructed with porous
walls.

Price Index:
It is statistical tool used for measuring changes in prices of purchased goods and
services during different temporal intervals.

Private School:
Any licensed local or foreign non-governmental educational institution.

Private sector:
This sector comprises all resident institutional units which do not belong to the
government sector.

Producer’s Price:

The producer’s price, as defined in SNA93, is the amount receivable by the producer
from the purchaser for a unit of a good or service produced as output minus any
VAT, or similar deductible tax, invoiced to the purchaser. The producer prices
exclude any transport charges invoiced separately by the producer.

Public Water Network:

A network of pipes for the purpose of providing clean water to households. It
normally belongs to a municipality, council or to a private company and for different
domestic uses.

Pumped Water:
It is quantity of water that pumped from groundwater wells.

Portfolio Investment:

It is a set of investments made by financial institutions, insurance companies and
divided into two types: financial investments (stocks, bonds, Treasury Bills and
other securities), and investments in real assets (real estate, land, precious metals,
etc.).

R

Re-Export:
It refers to whole commaodities exported outside the country in the same state as they
were imported.

Refugee Status:

This status relates to the Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in the
Palestinian Territory occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and
grandchildren.
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1. Non-Registered Refugees :It applies to unregistered refugees who do not
hold refugee registration cards issued by UNRWA.

2. Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee
registration cards issued by UNRWA.

3. Non-Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of
the two aforementioned statuses.

Relative Weights:

The percentage which reflects the relative significance of economic commodities
and services within the consumer basket or any component of the index number and
use in mathematical calculation for the index number.

Repeater Student:
A student who fails one or more subjects and therefore is not promoted to the
following grade.

Research and Experimental Development (R&D):

Comprise creative work undertaken on a systematic basis in order to increase the
stock of knowledge, including knowledge of humanity, culture and society, and the
use of this stock of knowledge to devise new applications. The term R&D covers
three activities: basic research, applied research and experimental development and
studies.

Reserve Assets:

Are assets that must be controllable by the Monetary Authority, they must be
accessible to the Monetary Authority at relatively short notice for balance of
payments purposes, and they must be denominated in a convertible currency.

Residence:

Defined in economic terms, the main criterion to determine residence of an entity is
centre of economic interest. Persons are considered residents of the country where
they live for at least one year, excluding students, for illness and soldiers).

Room:

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and has a ceiling,
provided that its area is not less than 4m?. If the area of the glassy balcony equals or
surpasses more than 4m? and is used for living purposes, it is considered a room.
Likewise, the salon or living room is considered a room. The kitchen, bathroom,
paths and toilet are not considered rooms. Areas allocated for animals and poultry
along with those used for work purposes only, are not considered rooms.

Room Occupancy( indicator):

Number of booked and paid rooms. Such rooms are considered occupied whether
they were actually used or not.
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S

School:
Any educational institution excluding kindergartens, regardless of students’ number
and grade structure.

Secondary School:

Includes schools with secondary stage, or basic and secondary stage.

Seeing disability/difficulty :

Individuals who have some difficulties in vision that limits their ability to perform
their daily duties, for example, may not be able to read, or see road signs while
driving a car, may not be able to see well with one eye, or tunnel vision, or problem
with vision that they perceive to be a problem. All individuals are asked whether
they wear glasses or not, and must be reminded to wear glasses or contact lenses.

Seriously Injured:
A person who was hospitalized as a result of the accident for a period of 24 hours or
more.

Slightly Injured:
A person who was injured as a result of a road traffic accident and was not
hospitalized, or was hospitalized for a short period (up to 24 hours).

Sewage Network:

System of collectors, pipelines, conduits and pumps to evacuate wastewater
(rainwater, domestic and other wastewater) from any of the location paces
generation either to municipal sewage treatment plant or to a location place where
wastewater is discharged.

Springs:
It is water that discharged from the ground at an intersection point between the
topographic surface and the ground water table; it could be permanent or seasonal.

Solid Waste:

Useless and sometimes hazardous material with low liquid content, solid wastes
include municipal garbage, industrial and commercial waste, sewage sludge,
wastes resulting from agricultural and animal husbandry operations and other
connected activities, demolition wastes and mining residues.

Supplied Water:

It is the quantity of water which has been distributed from its different resources
after collection and treatment for consumers (industrial and commercial
establishment, irrigation utilities and public institutions).
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T

Taxes on Production:

Those are taxes that are compulsory cash or in kind payments payable by producers
to the general government. it consist of taxes on products payable on goods and
services at production, sale, or exchange and other taxes payable on production by
resident producers as a result of carrying out the production process.

Tenure of Housing Unit:
Tenure status indicates whether the household occupies the housing unit as owner,
rented, or other (include without payment, and for work).

1. Owned Housing: This category applies when the household or one of the
household members (usually live therein) owns the Housing unit.

2. Rented Housing: If the unit is rented. And the payment is paid on a
monthly or annually base. Rented unit may be with furniture or rented
unit without furniture.

3. For Work Housing: If the housing unit is offered to the household as a
result of working relation with one member of the family or more.

4. Without Payment housing: If the housing unit is used without any
payments.

Theft:
The removal of property without the property owner’s consent. Theft excludes
burglary and house breaking; it includes the theft of motor vehicles, shoplifting and
other minor offenses, e.g., pilfering and petty theft may or may not be considered as
thefts.

Tight Cesspit:
A well or a pit in which night soil and other refuse is stored, constructed with tight
walls.

U

Underemployment:

Underemployment exists when a person’s employment is inadequate in relation to
alternative employment, account being taken of his\her occupational skills. The
underemployed persons are classified into two groups:

1. Visible Underemployment:
Visible underemployment refers to insufficient volume of employment:
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persons worked less than 35 hours during the reference week or worked less
than the normal hours of work in their occupation were considered as visibly
underemployed.

2. Invisible Underemployment:

Invisible underemployment refers to a misapplication of labour resources or
fundamental imbalance as between labor and other factors of production, such
as insufficient income, underutilization, or bad conditions of the current work,
or other economic reasons. In labor force, employed persons are classified as
invisibly underemployed if they are not already classified as visibly
underemployed; and want to change their jobs because of an insufficiency of
income, or because they are working in an occupation which does not
correspond to their qualification.

Unemployed (According to the ILO Standards):

Unemployed persons are those individuals 15 years and over who did not work at all
during the reference period, who were not absent from a job and were available for
work and actively seeking a job during the reference period by one of the following
methods news paper, registered at employment office, ask friends or relatives or any
other method.

Unpaid Family Member:
A person who works without pay in an economic enterprise operated by a related
person living in the same household.

UNRWA School:
Any school run or supervised by UNRWA.

V

Value Added:

Value added is a central concept of production and refers to the generated value of
any unit that carries out any productive activity. Gross value added is defined as the
value of gross output less the value of intermediate consumption. The net value
added is defined as the gross value less the value of fixed capital consumption.

Victim:

The person affected by an offense or loss or is prey to catastrophic, criminal or
brutal events. Any person subject to an offense or whose properties were partially or
totally affected by a criminal act or incident is classified as victim.

Villa:

A separately established building that is usually constructed from clean stone. It is
constructed for the living of one household and consists of a 2 - suite — single or
double or multiple stories connected through internal stairs. One of the suites is
constructed as bedrooms whereas the second suite is constructed for reception and
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involves the kitchen and other related services. In general, the villa is surrounded
by a garden, regardless of the area of this garden, which is surrounded by boarding
wall or fence. Villas normally have roofed parking area (garage). Villas also may
include separate small building or extension as part of them.

W

Wholesale price:

The resale (sale without transformation) of new and used goods to retailers,
industrial, commercial, institutional and professional users, to other wholesalers, or
to those acting as agents or brokers in buying merchandise for, or selling
merchandise to such persons or companies. The wholesale price includes VAT and
any transportation charges.

Wage:
Cash net wage paid to the wage employee from the employer.
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
