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Seamen’s Church ship visitors and chaplains go aboard virtually every ship that
docks -- 1,500-plus each year -- at more than 30 terminals on both sides of the
Delaware River in Pennsylvania and New Jersey. We go as far south as the refinery in
Marcus Hook, near the Delaware state line, and north to the Kinder-Morgan docks at
the old U.S. Steel Fairless Works in Bucks County.
