State advisory committees produce reports and recommendations concerning statewide or local civil rights 
issues, including justice, voting, discrimination, housing and education. Congress mandates the appointment of 
members to state advisory committees in all 50 states and the District of Columbia. Appointees to the federal 
State Advisory Committees serve four-year terms and are unremunerated.
